then will become the safest of all forms of transportation. 

"Directional c~ntrol is attained by chan~ing the angle of the 
blades of one set of rotors with respect to the other set. 
Forward and reverse motion is accompli~hed with a tilting mechanism. 
Slippage takas place toward the lower side. Sy this met~od tr.e 
advancin~ blades are ridin& dm~ grade and tte retreating blades 
are gaining altitude. Birds have always used thi~ pri~ciple of 
flight. It is nature's swiftest and cheapest transportation method. 

"The bottom of the helicopter is water ti ~ht . It is designed to take 
orr and land on both lard and water. ~e b~lievo it will be as easy 
and safe to operate as an auto1obile and that anyone accustomed to 
drivin~ a car sholC,\,).59\F\EO..; it in a fe~r !:ours.. . . 
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"B~r usin~ a V8 Ford ?.~otor or its equivalent f or a powe r plo.nt, i t 
s h oulcl havo a s peed around one hundr ed m5. 1es pe r ho~ !l!ld n :'o ur 
or five passenger ship should sell f o:- less tha..~ the lowe r pri ced 
automobiles." 

On 24 August 1949, Special .~ent B2~K intervie~ed Dr. LOUIS 
~ . CROO~, Head of the Department of Ae ronautics , Co.tholic University. 
Professor CROOKS st!.ted that a cor:1pl ete r eport of di sk airfoils wo.s 
on file in a ~~ACA art icle published in 1 S29 under the t itl e " Low 
Aspect Ratio ~Yin~ ." An air? lane very simil a r to CAJ...D:l':J !L ' s disk r otor 
helicopter had been built in 1931 by a ~:r. ~l E:.tE....r:r~, Chica~o, Il lino j s . 
This plane, powered by 125 hor sepowe r en gi r.e , ha s T.ado mar.y s ucce s sful 
flights !.nd is still flyinz . Profess or CROOKS s tated tho.t CAW::lELL•s 
idea was not ne-rr, that he was not an inventor in the true sense of 
the word; and that he possessed no engineering know l odge. CJ.JJi.;.j 
further stated that he explained the above info rmation to CALU:~LL ~~d 
told him that t e was working on an o l d idea. Pr ofes sor CROOKS stated 
that in exhaustive vrind t unne l tests tha.t ha'7e b o·:m conducted during 
the past ~Ne~ty years the lift rat i o of the circular airfo i l h~s al­
ways proved very high. How9ver, aircraft models utilizin~ th is type 
of wing have not been able to overcooe the pr oblem of later~l control .

The plane looks like six ferr i s wheels clustered around an 
engine and mounted on a lightweight automobile chasis . In a pre7iew 
to visitors who hurdled a high barbed wire f ence on which we r e 
posted signs to keep away, the inve~tors reluctantly de~onstrated 
how the .huge wheel s would turr. at a speed of 200 revolut i ons a minute 
and perhaps lift the pl ane skyward. By shifting a l ever, the plo.ne 
would move f orvrard, back\"'ard or sideways , the inventors said . 

The "ferris wheels" extended from the engine in eve ry direction 
and attached to each are t hree blade s to serve as dippers in t he a i r.

il therefore unsafe until these faults are corrected. 

Recommendations 

1. An accurate model of the present airplane should be put throu~h 
complete and cocprehensive tests in a reputable wi.~d-tunnel to 
aaoertain t!1a travel of the center of pressure , the direction 
and magnitude of li.ft and drag f orces and vec:;ors, the necessary 
area and placing of the elevators. and a more practical means of 
lateral control.
