On September 20, 1955 I received a letter from one Mrs.

About two miles west of the intersection of Routs 6
and 306 1 saw what looked like a shooting star enter
my right windshield., I parked my car on the right
side of Route 6 and looked to the Northé&ast into the
field where the object seemed to hit.

I thought this object might have been a metecrita
and thersefore walked through the field for a closer
examination. When I was about 450 feet into the
field and near the object I saw that the objsct was
some kind of aircraft. It was about thirty feet in
diameter and had a dome on top.

I began to get scared,turned, and ran back towards

the road. I had run about fifty feet when a green
light bolted out in front of me. I turned arcund
facing the alircraft and was then unable 0 move my
body,yet, I could speak as the green light shone on ns.

A door slid open in this aircraft, some kind of
platform came out, and a man, with something resembling
a ski suit on, emserged fram the object. This man told
me not to be afraid, that ®they' had landed there ta
be discovered but didn't expect anyone to find them so
soon. He told me ta tell a high official or somebody
with zowvernmental authority in Washingtan that *+hey?
were from another plamet amd that 1f there were any
more wars here 'thewy' would hawve to take over, He told
me that I couldé tell a relative of the meeting. I told
him that I didn't think that a kid like myself would

be believed if I approached an official and relayed the
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message. He told me I had a week to make anm eoffort to
do this and that I'd be watched and that no harm would
come tO me. _

He returnsed to the aircraft. I watched the door closa;
then I turned and walked back to the car. I did naot
see the aircraft take off.

I returned to this place on Thursday morning about

the same time, This time the man told me that I had
not begun to make an effart toward going to Washingtan.
I said I had told my mother. He said I should go to
Washington and relay the message.

I returned here again late Saturday nmight with a buddy;
wae walted around for a while but nothing happened.
o !

Of course we realize that this case might be considered on
the fantastic side but we of the UFORC do not consider 1t to be
in the crackpot category. A short while after the initial
interviow SuWENNRNNENNRt drove us to the landing site at the
intersection of Routes 6 and 306. He showed us his path into the
desoleta field and where the object alighted. WWe made diagrams,
etc,, Oof all of this. In late October, UFORC members went to the
site again with ecquipment but without Dave. Here is the contents
of this field report:

) Mrs. explained to us that*SR was very upsec
f the night claims to have had the experience amd continued
. to be upset for several days. We recorded his account, studied
the results, conducted more interviews with him including

a field trip to ths landing site. It was the thought of our
group that by spacing cur interviews amd pointing out discrepe
in his account, he would have an opportunity to back down or a
that he was lying. In fact, before our entire group Fe—asked
him to please tell us then whebther or not he wanted to take
back any part of the story ar all of it, He stated again that
was telling the truth!

In reconstructing thevincident we can say this about the
area: the road is narrow and steep at the particular point whs
S stopped his car. A driver would find it necessary to be
wide awaks amd alert to avoid an accident, We submit that a rs
stimulil of unusual nature would be absolutely necessary to makx
a rsasonable person stop his auto at this point on the highway
$» walked through a very rough field some 450 feet. And such
hilke should have readied his mind to clarify what he saw, This
individual was experiencing fear and apprehension when he
racognized what the objsct was and he tried to run away beinz
apparently frozen by a force ejected from the craft or by frig
cr both. But in any event, a concrete experience of fear overc
him, For these and other rsasoms, wa feel that any answers
including delusions or illusions are completely ocut of ordarl

it 18 reasonale to conjecture that this fear of his might
have distorted his ability to observe all of the detall concsr
tha craft, the man and the conversation, Outstanding in Dave's
mind is the green light he encountered. Faulty in his memory
is the detail of the occupant'!s suit, wether or not ha saw the
craft take off and exactly what took place during ths second
encounter. But also prominent in his khind was the message he w
told to convey. '"The man made me undsrstand that I was to take

b. Request a brief, informal investigation by the 4602nd AISS, in ac-
cordance with AFR 200-2. A reply to the UFO Council would then be that "investi-
gative action has been initiated; results unknown as of tais date.”

Q. The latter reconmendation avove is considered the best zpproacn. Any
reply to the effect "insufficient information” "no firm conclusion” "is still
under study’' may only produce & large maess of additionzal data from this organiza-
