STEEL AND ALUMINUM: 
PRICES GO UP AGAIN 

Auolher upward turn in the wage-price 
spiral was threatened l.tst week when 
stl'el companies and aluminum producers 
aunouncecl price increases. 

Steel companies announceu price 
boosts avf'raging 84.:25 to $4.59 a ton for 
flat-rolled steel- used chiefly by auto 
produl'ers and appliance mak~rs. It tnkes 
about 3,500 pou nds of ~ted to make a 
low-price autumohile; about a ton to make 
a large rE-fr i~t:>rato r. 

The price of stt'd that goes iuto other 
things-girders for construction, drill pipe 
for oil rigs, tin plate for food cont:.liners 
- has not been raised. But there is con- . 
cern that these prices may fo11ow the 
others upward . 

Prices of autos and app1iance.-. may not 
go up jmmediately as a result of the steel­
price increase. But, according to manu­
facturers, higher prices to the consumer 
arc "just a matter of time."
