I sighted and photographed an unidentified object at 12:10 A.Me on
the morning of Wednesday, November 6, 1957.

1l was driving West on {atella Ave, on my way home. As I approached

the Santa Ana Freeway overpass, a strange light appeared in the sky shead

I
continued up onto the bridge, which crosses over the freeway. As there
was no traffic on Katella Ave, I stopped my car to look for the source
of the lizht I had just seen.

1I. RELIABILITY: OSOURCE was very cooperative and spoke freely. During
the interview he seemed to be pleasad with the publicity he had received and
at times appeared immaturely excited. The local police and sheriff's office
volunteered that S(LECE had made six (5) minor complaints ranging from
malicious mischief to someone takirz keys from his car. The complaints did

- have some bzsis or were of such nature that they could not be checked.

le A positive conclusion as to the cause of the sighting cannot be made,
however, an evaluation of pogsible hoax is given to this sighting. The
following possibilities are offered for consideration;

a. The sodium amber lights of the Santa Ana freeway, from a distance,
have the same general appearance as the object in SUURCE'S photo-
graph. SOURCE stated that he was an amateur photographer and took |
many pictures for the local newspaper and pictures of accident scenes
for the police depart~ents. This would account for the presence of
his carera in the car.

b. SCURCE'S photograph has the appearance of a time exposure of a
light swinging back and forth on the end of a line or, as SCLKCxZ
stated, a flare hanging from a balloon in a light breeze would
possibly give the same appearance.

c. Ifrom the corments of several citizens of Garden Grove and from
news items including misquotations of the SCURCE, it would appear
that the Garden Grove Daily tlews is inclined to sensationalism.
Garden Grove Daily News persocnnel developed the negative in the news-
papers darkroom unobserved by the SCLECE.

l. In analyzing the attached photograph and report of incident by the source,
"~ the following facts are evident from a photographic viewpoint:

a. The photograph in question is believed to have been composed or made
up by some sort of trick technigue requiring two or more exposures or else wvas a
transparent plastic or florescent painted balloon or was a combination of the two.
The latter is less apparent due to the spotting irregular tone of the cigar shaped
object especially noticeable in front. It is extremely unlikely that the bright
light with halo effect (top rear of object) was physically a part of the cigar
shape because any light as bright as that on top of an object would have reflected
light from the objects top surface; therefore, it is believed this light was made
by another example of a similar halo effect photographed of a street
light by Mr. er of LA2f staff ; is attached as inclosure 5. Attached

as inclosure 6 is an example shot by the moon and effect created when
camera was moved,

b. It is not believed that the object in question was created by light
reflection from clouds or sky as concluded by investigators but before the inference
that object might have been connected with Disneyland is y#lled out, an investigation
should be made to see if any of the rides in Disneyland are similar in shape to the

cigar shape because thru a trick technique a space ship in Disneyland could have proe
vided the peculiar shape,

¢c. The sky produced in the photograph gives it an unrealistic appearance
because of the exposure received below the object and the fact that it does not look
like the normal sk’ exposure. An exposure of 1/10 of a second at f/h.S wvhen camera
is pointed at the sky will reproduce the stars unless there was a cloud cover; also,
this exposure will normally not produce an extremely dense negative as stated by
source, Mr. @ exocsed inclosure 5 (street light) at 1/10 at £/4.5 and inclosure 6

(moon) at 5 seconds, f£/3.5. These exposures tend to disprove exposure data statements
made by source.

d. In the report of incideut, it is very apparent that the source had
either a good vorking knowledge of photography or else received very experienced
coaching when making the report oecause he has attempted to eliminate all possible
questions that might be asked by persons in the photographic profession. Example:
In the first paragraph he stated that he advanced film as precaution against double
exposure, After reading tlie report, the reader is left with the impression that the
photographer was attempting to cover all inferences that might lead to the thought
of trick photography.
