2. The information submitted, vhile voluminous, does not include a great deal
of data vhich would be required for a thorough analysis of the report. The speeds, !
as determined from the charts, are all speeds 80 low as to indicate a ground target,
rather than an airborne target. The fact that the greatest activity took place
vithin 3 miles of the runvay, (much of it within 1 mile) at about 1800 with no visual

sighting indicates spurious response of some kind.

3. It is realized that the information submitted herein is of little comfort
to persomnel who have seen such returns on their radars. For this reason efforts
are being made to secure a competent consultant on these matters who will be able
to provide a more positive approach to this subject than is currently possible.
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as determined from the charts, are all speeds so low as to indicate a ground mﬁ;b,._
rnther than an airborne target. The fact that the greatest activity took place

thin 3 miles of the runway, (much of it within 1 mile) at a‘bout 1800 with no visual

2e¢ Attached are six diagrams dipicting the tracks of UFOB's.
The diagrams were prepared as it was noted while observing the UFOB's
on the search radar that the initial inbound tracks appeared to home
in on the radar transmitters. The targets would change direction
when they were within one (1) to two (2) miles of the radar transe-
mitterss, It should also be noted that there was no set pattern in
regards to the direction the targets were moving.

3¢ When on the radar scope, the UFOB's were easy to recognize
and track as they gave a good clear return that was as large and

bright as a B=-47 target, A UFOB and B=L7 (B=47 was in a holding
pattern on the radio beacon) were on the scope at the same time and

thus it was possible to compare their radar returnse One difierence
was noted between the UFOE's and B=u7 targets, the UFOB's were round

and were not distorted by the radar sweep while the B=-L7 targets gave
an elcngated appearance on the search radar scopees On the precision
radar, the UFOB's gave a return that appeared the same as an aircrait,

Le As plotted on inclosures #1 thru 6, it appears that the
UFOB's made sharp turns or changes in direction, However, their
turns were gradual when visually observed on the racar scope and the

turns could te noted primarily by plotting the target bearings from
the statione ,

5¢ Radar Photographs:

as Inclosure #7 is a photograph of UFOB crossing the
precision scope from left to right (west to east) at 1833L 6 November
1957. (Ref incl #3 for diagram of target tracked from 1829L to 18LiL
6 November 1957). The photograph is ot poor quality as the camera
was hand held and the face ot the radar scope was not removed, The
photograph was taken with color film, F-2 at one-fourth second., At
the time this photograph was taken, the UFOB target was comparable
to the return of a B=LT7 aircrart and was tracked on both the azimuth
and elevation sectors of the precision scope,
