RELIABILITY: SCURCE appeared intelligent, and he was friendly and
coorerative, Initially has appeared somewhat nervous, but it is balisved
that this was dus to his uncertainty as to how his information would bs re-
coived, When it became apparent to him that the interviewer recsived his
information with unbiased interesat, his nesrvousness left him, and he presented
his account of th2 incident without hesitation, He answered all follow-up
questions willingly, One minor inconsigtency occurs in the report: GSOURCE
