One of the most zealous amateur investigators of UFO reports, 
~·Irs. Lorenzen had founded the Aerial Phenomena Research Organ· 
ization ( APRO) (see Chapter XIII) in January 1952, and frmn 1954 
to 1956 had been employed at Holloman Air Force Rase. After 
listening to ~1r. X's story and examining the notes he had scribbled 
during the sighting (unfortunately they proved to be illegible, but 
for some reason no one has ever suggested that the pen or pencil 
\Vas also hexed by the UFO), she hurried him down to the local 
radio station where he made the taped interview that was broadcast 

1a t~r that evening. . 
,-\. dtlylight visit by an E-~1 flying egg some soo feet long would 

s·!pposedly have attracted the attention of many witnesses. Air 
F' rce investigators could find only one: ~lr. X. According to his 
t('stimony, the passengers of several automobiles (his estimate of 
the number of cars varied from time to time but he eventually set­
tled on ten) had stootl in the road watching the unknown object.

much more numerous than elsewhere. In

play, with mctc:ors seemingly coming down 
almo~t like snowfiakcs. 

By the ntx t two times around, in 1899 
and 1932, the dense duster had been 
switched a ~ide because of the gravitational 
attraction of Jupiter as it had passed near it. 
In thc~c years, imtend of a good display, 
the Lc0nid me tl·ors were l1l1ite poor. 

l>cc;pitc the bombardment o£ the earth hy 
these, and other meteor showers, tl ~e meteors 
do not reach the ground. They are tiny 
things, no larger th.m pinheads, and are , 
com~~letdy burned by friction ~s they en­
counter the rc~istancc in tposed by the earth's 
atmosphere . 

There also arc stray m eteors, not con. 
necteJ \\ ith auy regular showers. Once in 
a while th t'SC arc l.trge enough to survive 
the pac;sage through the atmosphere. One of 
the ):l rgest meteorites disco\'ered is that 
founcl, along with two smaller ones, in 
Greenlnnd in 1 8~4. It rnea~ures ll hy 7 by 5 
fc:et and weigh'\ 36.5 tons.
