The UFO which apeared SSJ_.:L-nf Asoiwayama on the 12th of December,
08452, ezppeared at first glanca to be a bright star. I watched the
object four times for periods of about three minutes each. The first
two times I saw it, the intensity of light was very bright. The last
two times, the glow was not quite as bright. (My sightings were at app-
roximately 0855Z, 0910Z, 0940Z, and 0950Z.) I viewed it with a pair
of 7X50 binoculars as well as the naked eye.

The object's form was oval, almost circular. The intensity of
light seemed the same all over the oval form, but the left side glowed
with rays of light much brighter than the right side. There were three
long steady arms of light extending from the left side. These were
from two to three times larger and longer than the other rays, and were
the most distinct thing about the object. At times there apoeared to
be a double or triple image. This could have been caused by the bin-
oculars. The most distinct second image and the only one visable with
the naked eye was below the oval form giving a shadow effect. This
second image was more of a red color (very light) than the oval form
which was a white light.

Lt. Wright and I sew the object at about the same time, approx-
imately 1750, 12 December 1957. It was very easy to see without the
aid of binoculars and was about three (3) times brighter than the
brightest star. It was approximately at a ten (10) degree angle up from
us. I looked at it through the binoculars and it appeared to be round
with a very brilliant glow all around it. It seemed to be closer than
any star in tne sky and upon fixing the binoculars in a stationary
position 1t was observed mexing in a northern direction and tracking
approximately Nof¥Ill Norigwest. I observed it for about ten (10) minutes
and intermittently fronm Ahen on until it disappeared at approximately
1845L. All the time I observed this object its glow didnot change in

intensity until it beguanjto fade about the last fifteen minutes. It
anoeared to be round and{white in color.
