» 11LAT BRILLIANT object you see in
the southwestern sky these eveningy as dark.
ness falls is not an airplane, a flying saucer,
ar some bright light hung in the sky 4s part
of an experiment,

What you see is the phnﬂ Venus, now
reaching it greatest prowinence, which
comes just before its disappearance from
the evening sky early in 1958,

Venus is far brighter than any other star
or planet seen in the night sky and there
s no dificulty in identifying it. Indeed, it
can be observed long before the sky is dark
In fuce, if you know where to look, you can
cven see it 1n broad daylight!

Afrer it passed behind the sun last April
14, Venus has gradually been drawing to
the east of that body. That meant that it
tollowed the sun in its dally mouon across
the kv, and so remained visible in the west
after the sun had set. On Nov. I8 it will
te farther east of the sup, hence remaining
n the sky tor the longest nme after sunset,
nearly three hours. After that it will start
THavIng toward the sun :ﬂ*.lil"l.

Recause of its carly setung, Venus does
nut appear on the accompanving maps of
the November evcning skies, which show
their appearance atour 10:90 pam., vour own
kind of standard tme, at the first of Novem-
ber, 9:00 pan on the 15th and 8:0 pin. on

November is the month bringing one of
the year's famous showers of meteors, or

the sun. Thus, we meet them headon.
This is Jitferent from the evening hours
when we are on the rearward part, and see
