by the constellaton of Cetus, the whule, in

the south. Fortunately, she was rescued by
the hero, Perseus, who 1s seen in the north-
cast.

Andromeda’s mother, Cassiopeia, is scen
in the north, 2 group forming the letter M,
above Polans, the pole star. Alongside her
is her husbiand, the king, Cepheus.

Turning now toward the rast, we can see
what is generally considered tn be the finest
constellation in the sky making its debut for
the season.
