be The position of any object in the sky can be described by giving its
elevation, or angle upward from the horizon, and its bearing or angle alongz the
horizon, eastward from north.

(1) Illustrations:

(a) Elevation is O degrees for an object on the horizon, and 90
degrees for the point directly over the observer (zenith), Thus,
an object half-way up from the horizon to the zenith has an

elevation of 45 degrees,

(b) Bearing (or "azimuth") is the angle along the horizon, starting
from north and moving clockwise eastward, Thus, an object
directly toward the east, no matter what its elevation is above
the horizon, has a bearing of 90 degrees, an object in the south
bhas a bearing of 180 degrees; toward the west, 270 degrees and
80 on. North is, of course, zero.

EXAMPLE: An object is seen in the northeast and one=third way
up from horizon to overhead, Thus, the object has a bearing of
45 degrees, and elevation of 30 degrees, Similarly, an object -
having a bearing of 180 degrees and an elevation of 60 degrees
would be seen directly south and two-thirds of the way up from
the horizon.

To aid visualization, the
path on the western side of the sky 1s represented by broken lines; the eastern side
in solid lines, Direction of the object is indicated by arrowse. The duration of
the sighting can be shown by indicating the time at the position, where the object
was first and last observed, Where possible, the time at various intermediate
positions occupied by the object should also be shown,

be The diagrem can be made a more effective investigative and analytical vool
by making the lines (showing the path of the object) thicker or thinner to indicate
any varying brightness of the object observed, This is especially valuable when
the object appeared only as a moving light at nighte Thuas, if a light becomes
brighter and then gradually fades, it can be represented by a line b2coming increas-

ingly thicker and then gradually thinning out to nothing.

CONCLUSION: Every effort was made to confirm the subject sighting by a
second or third person, howaver, no corraborative evidence was uncovered, The
only possibility that might explain the sighting is contained in item V 15b(1):
the Capitol Airline pilot's report of an unidentified aircraft with his nose
light on flying North at the altitude of the SOURCE's sighting and in the vici-

SUBJECT: Sighting of an Unidentified Object - T October 1958

Between 6 and 6:10 PM on 7 Oct 1958, I was walking South on the
600 block of Lee Street, Alexandria, Virginia. I observed a bright

- .gilvery object in the sky due South and at a height of 20° from the

horizon. At first the object was stationary and then it rapidly gained
altitude, proceeding South and away from me when it disappeared, becoming
too small to see at an angle with the horizonm of 30° to 35°. The sky
wvas clear, there was no appreciable wind, and the visibility was un-
limited. The disappearance of the obJject was due to its repid procession
to the distance. The total time it was in view was approximately 50
seconds - this permitted me to walk one-half block. Its estimated slant
range would be approximately 3 miles, since, while it was in sight, a
commercial plane from the National Airport taking off South turned West
and wvas between me and the object. These planes usually turn West about
1 to 2 miles South of Alexandria. The object when first seen subtended
an angle of approximately 3°. This would make it a very large object

of the order of 600 feet. There wvas no sound of motor, jet or propellor.
Its shape was roughly spherical with an equator or skirt as shown in

the attached sketch.

No one else was around at the time. The following morning I esti-
mated the angles wvith a protractor and timed the distance of walking
when the object was in sight.
