The weight of the cbject was twelve
vounds. The object was bhurned arcund the edge of the base,

Daring iaspection of the object attempis were made to cpen it without destroy-
ing i%t, but this proved impossidle. Under the plastic coat, which averaged 1,2
in Thiciness, was a thin sheet of alumimm with the same general contowrs. Con-
tained in the alminum were the following items, a3ll ombedded in a zglue-like
substance whiech wvas used to 111 the Iinterioc:
