60006, Maj C. a.. Glaaebrook waa requested by Lt Col Smith in Gen Samford'• Office 
to proceed to Quantico Marine Base to investigate the report of flying saucers. 

z. Photographic equipment was procured through Lt Col Thacker, Air Attache 
Branch,· and the control tower at Bolling Air Force Base. His instructions were to . 
e valuate the phenomena and if it was something explainable to give that to the Ma .. 
rines to relay to the press and if something that could not be contributed to natural 
causes, the Marines were to be given a copy of the written report at a later c!ate. 

3. Maj Glasebroolc proceeded to Quantico at 1800 hours arriving at 1900 hours 
'JOing to the Tank Park in the Quadalcanal Area and reporting to Maj Ferguson, 
Marine PIO. Maj Ferguson briefed him on the happenings of the past three nights. 
At 1945 hours a Marine corporal reported that the phenomena was appearing again.
