12. Upon request of Hq 30th Air Division, the undersigned conducted an inquiry
into a reported landing of a UFO near Eagle River, Wisconsin. Following is a
recount of the experience as related by Joe Simonton.

There was no flame or

smell, He az2ppeared to be turning cakes or gomething with a cooking tool,

There was a metal band about K" to 2" wide, about 3 feet above deck level and

apparently suspended somehow around each man at the control panel and the

cooking grill. From the waist of each man were two short connecting cables

to the band, There wnsnright waistcable and a left waistcable, The cables

were about clothesline rope size and black in color.

Wright Air Developmert Division, Wright-Fatterson Air Force Pase.
This amalysis produced the following findings:

The cake contained known carbchydrates (flour); tadle
sugar; table salt; non~hydrogemated fat; and ordinoary milk
products. |

Dr. J. Allan Bynek, astrophysicist from lorthwestern University
and speeial consultant to the Air Force on unidentified flying
cbjects was sent to investigate this particular incident as soon as
the Alr Force wms informed.
