Chelmsford UFO 

Mr. Ronald Caswell sends the 
following report: •• My brother, 
Mr. Denis Caswell, 10 Taunton 
Road, Springfield Green, Chelms­
ford, wrote a letter to me a few 
minutes after sighting an object 
at around 9 p .m. on July 29, 1963.
