More news from the
Black Country

The Wolverhampton Express
and Star on August 13 reported
further sightings over the dis-
trict: " Two well-authenticated
viewings of the Black Country’s
special unidentified flying object
with a dangling tail have been
reported to the Express and Star
today, one of them by a man who
confessed he had always been
sceptical about such stories,

“ First sighting report came
from Mr. S. J. Day, who was in
his zarden at 4 Highfield Road,
Dudley, at about 10.26 p.m. last
night armed with binoculars. He
was looking towards the east
when he saw ‘A bright, pear-
shaped white light, blne at the
bottom, which appeared to be
dropping other white lights. I
counted eleven of these lights
dropping off the bottom, and of
the eleven five were double
lights.’

“He descriped the light as
brighter than any star. It moved
towards the south, maintained an
even alimce aithough he could
not guess what :he altitude was)
and seemea o disappear as
quickly as it came into his sight.
Mr. Day said he saw the object
for about one and a halt minutes.
[t then disappeared for half a
minute, but came back into sizht
with a bright Hash, and about
three and a half minutes after the
first sighting there was a dull
bang in the skv.

“The second sighting was re-
ported by Mr. J. Challenger, of
Gibbons Hill Road, Sedgiey, a

Wolverhampton bus inspector,
who said: “I have always treated
these stories with a certain
amount of suspicion.” Mr. Chal-
lenger was walking from the main
Wolverhampton-Sedgley road to-
wards his rl)mme with a family
party at 10.24 p.n. last night
when he saw in the sky to the
south-east a large white light,
“much larger than a star,” under-
neath a lot of low cloud. Accord-
ing to Mr. Challenger, the light
was stationary, but this light, too,
appeared to drop other smaller
lights. When he got home his
twelve-year-old daughter told
him she had seen something
similar on Saturday night. Can
anyone suggest an explanation of
this phenomena? Is someone fly-
ing a luminous kite?

“Walsall police also received
two reports of an unidentified
object, showing an orange light,
hovering over Birchills power
station and Ocker Hill, Tipton.
One report came from Mrs. Kath-
leen Edwards, of 88 Queen Mary
Street, Walsall, whose family was
motoring home from Sedgley,
and the other from Mr. Raymond
Laban (22), of 37 Rosamond
Street, Walsall, who saw an ob-
ject over the power station.

“Yet another sighting report of
the same object came later from
Mr. A. Orme, of 25 Wilkinson
Road, Moxley, who, just about
10.30 p.m., vesterday, was riding
a motor cycle from Moxley
roundabont, towards Darlaston,
when the object attracted his
attention to his right, He stopped.
Mr. Orme described the object
as ‘ Like a flare in the sky. At first
I thought it was a rocket or a fire-
work,” he said. Looking to his
right ‘. . . over towards Wessons

On the night of 17 August 1963 at 7:30 %
p. m. EDT. Mrs. Bradberry, a resident |
of Baltimore, Maryland, obscrved a most
unusual UFO in the sky overhead.

Children Observe UAO

David and Michael Saunders of FT.

Kgnt. Maine, looked up from their pl;y
‘on the afternoon of 18 August, 1583,

i, ’

and saw a humming, slow-moving object
which looked like two dinner plaies {as-
tened together, lip-tolip. Ft. Henl is
Jocated in St. John Valley, and the ac-
count of the sighting was published In
the St. John Valley Times which is pub-
lished in Madawasha, Maine.

The youngsters called their Mother
and Grandmother from the house, but by
the time the women arrived, the object
kad disappeared over the hill. Aged
nine and eight, David and DMichael are
sons of David Saunders of the Immigra-
tion Service, Ft. Kent (on the Canadian
Border). Their father told the Times
reporter Jater that he hadn't paid much
attention " to the sighting at the time,
but then':he saw an article in the
Times about a similar sighting and de-
cided to report his sons' story. Both Mr.
aad  Mrs. . Saunders agree that their
boys are not inclined to story-telling,
and that when David, the oldest, says
he saw something, he means it.

David and Michael said that when the
object passed over the hill, it just
cleared the trees. Its hum was intermit-
tent, like a radio which isn’t functioning

properly, being turned on and off. Both |

boys explained they were familiar with
girplanes and helicopters, and that it
didn’t have wings or propeilors and was
going very slowly. They indicated that
it looked as though it crossed the river

on its way south. Saunders commeanted
that this would be strange for aircraft

- as they are not supposed to cross the
* border.

The Saunders home is located on
Frenchville Road, near Fort Kent. Lt.
Riee 'of the Public Information Office at

Fort Kent stated that experimental air-

craft, whether Canadian or American,
would be very unlikely to cross the in-
ternational border.

On Saturday, the 17th of August, at
3:30 a.m., about 40 hours before the
Saunders boys' sighting, a lone hiker
stopped to rest at a road junction about
two miies north of Cyr mountain on the
road from Birch Point to St. David
Looking toward the south, he saw an
nhject moving slowly toward the north-
west. It was oval-shaped, appeared to
give olf a yellowish light similar to that
of the moon. it moved along an irregu-
lar course, making frequent turns as
sharp as a hundred degrees or less. The
observer watched it for about f{ifteen
minutes during which time it moved
from the vicinity of the planet Satum

Lo the vicinily of the Constellationr Orion.
This latter sighting could not have in-

_spired the Saunders boys sighting for

it was not published until four days

after the boys saw the disc-shaped ob-
ject.
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Bank manager's sighting

The revival of interest in flying
saucers has caused the news-
papers to devote considerable

space to the subject. The follow-
ing account is taken from the
South Wales Evening Post pub-
lished in Swansea on August 23:
“Still  wondering whether he
could believe his eves, Swansea
bank manager, Mr. W. ). Evans,
told me today of the mysterious
object he saw in the sky oft
Langland seon  after midnight.
‘As larce as a double-decker bus,
shaped like a jeilyhish, and emit-
ting a red-orange pulsating glow,
it travelled silently from east to
west on a steady course bebween
40 m.p.h. and 50 m.p.h. at be-
tween 2,000 and 3,000 feet,” he
said. And. smilingly, he added:
‘I had not Lieen drinking. It was
a fantastic experience. Looking
back on it now, ! find it very hard
to believe it happened. It was
extraordinarilv cerie.’

“So convinced was Mr. Evans,
an ex-R.A.I'. operations control
officer that what he had wit-
nessed for a full minute-and-a-
half was unearthly, that he rang
Swansea police and gave them a
full description. He called out
near neighbour in Beaufort Close,
Langland, Mr. Desmond King, a
production manager, who saw the
object for about 15 seconds be-
fore it disappeared low down in

the direction of Mumbles light-/

house.

“Mr. Evans’ wife also saw the
object, and the police had reports
from two taxi drivers who had
seen things in the sky. One of
them thought it was a flare which
had come down at Southend.
Police searched the beach at
Sonthend but found nothing.

“R.A.F. air trathc control at
Uxbridge were informed but they
had had no report of a distress
flare.

“Said Mr. Evans: "My wife
and I were returning home after
taking an accident case to hos-
pital. Looking up, towards Lang-
land Bay Golf Club, T saw this
thing which I first thought was a
very large flare. But it passed
directly overhead, completely
soundless and on a definite track,
unaffected by the wind. There
was a tremendous glow from the
thing. It was obviously going to
a plan. It was either controlled
from the ground or from inside.

But who could live in such an

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inferno? The fact that it was so
low and such a tremendous spec-
tacle, ents out any suggestion of
a meteor.

“ Tt was the shape of a shuttle-
cock or jelly fish, and travelled
Jow, steadily and majestically.

I
have always been sceptical abont
flying saucers, but this is some-
thing clean outside normal human
experience so far as I am con-
cerned.’

“Mr. King confirmed that the
object emitted an orange light,
was moving in a straight line at a
steady altitude, was silent and
travelling from east to west.

“*I had not seen anything like
it in my life. T was quite fas-
cinated, but cannot think of any
explanation. It was nothing like a
meteorite, and I would not have
thought it was a flare,” he said.

“ Coastgnards on look-out duty
at Mumbles saw no object to sea-
ward.

“*From reports we have had
from the police, the object must
have come from landward. In
our view, it was a rocket or Hare
fired by some unauthorised per-
son.
