This 1s in response to your recent letter in
which you report seeing an unusual light in the
skies over Fairfleld, Illinois on August 10th,

The earlier sizhting which took place at
Fairfield was definitely established as two objects,
first the moon, and then the planet Jupiter., Your
sighting 1s very characteristic of a large beam of
lizht emanating from the ground to the sky, such as
a searchlight or klieg light., Such a beam, when
shininz {rcm a distance, gives the apprearance of
darting around the sky, stopping, then retracing
1ts long sweep, then stopping again with no aprarent
cattern except that chosen by the person or persons
who contrel the light at its source. Due to reiraction,
this light or lights may glve the appearance of changing
color. Atmospheric conditions also give strange appear-
ances toc otherwise esasily explalnable phenomena.

It 1s impossible to zive you the exact route
followed by the Air Force investigators during their
investigation of the original Fairfield sizghting.
They traversed the orizinal route reported by the
vyoung man who {first saw what he considered an uni-
dentified flying obJect, but they also went over the
entire area, so that it would be difficult to report
any constant route which might have been taken,

Since there are only a minute percentage of cases
which have remalned unsolved, and these only because
the information gilven to the investlgzators was too
meager to provide enough evidence for investlization,
it may be assumed that your sizhting had a2 logical
explanation, Ycu may have seen more than one object,
such as Echo satellite plus a searchlight.




To date there has peen no evidence submitted
to or discovered by the Air Force that unidentified
sightings represent technological developments Or
principles beyond the range of our present day
scientific knowledge. There has been nothing in the
way of evidence Or other data to indlcate that these
unidentified sightings were extraterrestrial vehicles

under intelligent control.
