UFOs of various types have been seen going into
and coming out of the water so0 we must not
assume that this particular disc is necessarily
wapped even though it is a tempting assumption to
make. Time will tell and it may be that the disc
will be pulled out of the river eventually. [t may be,
too, that other UFOs have already coine to the
disc’s aid and have cither destroyed or salvaged it.

The only similar incident is the one which took
place off the coast of Venezuela on December 13,
1956.

He now felt a burning and prickling sensation on
the face, as though from “fiery needles”., An
Intense heat accompanied the approaching beam
of iz, and it scemed that the insides of his
eyebals were burning. He colla;sed, half fainting,
over the wheel, and his lorey went into the ditch.

Climbing out a few moments ! ter, dazed but

otherwise unhurt, he perceived that the source of
tie blinding light was an oval o round object
which barred the road. He could make no estimate
of its size, but it seemed to be at least 30 ft. high.
The pouring rain hampered his vision to some
extent, but what now followed he saw very clearly

indeet.

Suddenly another light, less blinding, appeared
at the side of the object. It was a door opening,
and from it there emerged three enormous beingas
in human form, whom he described as “‘robots’.
Their height was tremendous. He told the Police
later: “Perhaps four or five metres. or even
more. . . _

Their clothing, of a nature and appearance
which he was unable to describe, seemed to be
“stuck to their bodies”. On their heads were
glowing helmets, from which emerged short
antennae, "'li= those of a snail”. Douglas has no
recollection »f the faces of the creatures, but feels
that they cannot have been teo ciffereat from
ours, for although he felt fear. he is emphatic that
ne felt no revulsion whatever,)

Seeing him there beside his truck, the entities
shone a beam of red light at him. Or rather, as he

described it, it was not so much one beam of red
light as many ved lights, of remendous poLwer,
which scemed to trradiate his skin as they struck
him. The beams were burning him, and in his
confusion and terror he diew his revolver and
ficed three or four shots at them. then fled in panic
back down the road to Monte Maiz, still fecling
himseif pursued by the burning red light,

When he had fist felt the burntng and prickling
in his face and eyeballs while still in the truck, he
had tried to shield himself with his poncho, and as
he fled down the road he now tried to wrap his
head as best he could in the hlanket, [{aving sone
some distance, he looked back, and saw that the
creatures were goinyg back into the machine. The
machine then took off, and proceeded to make a
series of dives at him on the road. and at cach dive
he again telt the burnine and prickiing in his body.

At the very moment while this was happening, a
number of residents of Monte Maiz were taking
part in a vigil beside the body of a Senor Ribas
who had died that day. Suddenly they all noticed
that both the lizhts in the rooms and candles in the
funerary chamber were changing colour. At first
they became a bright red, changing then to green,
and finally, began to give off’ an asphyxiating eas
which forced them 1o rush out of the house

The house where the wake was in Prouress was
on the outskirts of Monte Maiz, and close by was
the first cluster of street lamps, marking the
beginning of the populated arvea, and the people
who had just rushed out of the house saw a vivid
red light in the sky and saw the same changes
taking place in the stree tamp, which turned red,
then green, and began to give off the same un-
breathable gas,

By now there were many people who were
witnessing all this. For example, there was a
tarnily returning from a party., They too saw the
changes in the street lamps, and a few minutes later

they beheld the truck driver who. with his face-

covered with roud and holding his poncho, was
running wildly round and round one of the lamp
standards,

Allthese people, with the Rib. Jamily, and anum-
berof others w ho had parti ipated in the wake, now
accompanied Douglas to the Police Statton, whiere
he was at once iterrogated and examined, The

Douglas
tried to keep close to trees, etc., for cover
but the disc managed three passes over
him, and each time it passed over, he
felt the heat and prickling sensation
azain. Then the disc left. He eventually
arrived at Monte Maiz where he reported
his experience to the police.

V= police at Monte' Maiz later told
the Agresa paper, "Accion” that Doug-
las was hysterical but in other respects
al! rizht when he came rushing in to tell
his story. A physician who examined
Douglas said that he found unexplainable
marks or welts like burns on Doublas’
face which Douglas atiributed to the
light from ths disc.
