Observers were leaving Mont i cello and heading west ward on Count y C Road 
toward the t own of Argyle when at about 2100 , they not iced two red blinkers i n 
about the ll o 'clock position from the observers l ocation. Their first reaction 
was that an accident had occurred and that there were poli ce cars on a hill in 

· the distance. Almost immediately, however, t hey recognized that the lights 
were too far above the ground for such a conclusion. It then appeared that an 
airliner was about to crash and that they were more or less on the direct line, 
even though t he object was somewhat to their left. The car was stopped and 
headlights turDed off so that the persons could observe the ob ject • 

• 

As the lights came closer, it apparently slowed down to a hovering position 
r i ght alongside of the car, but abou t 100 yards to the left of the road. At 
~his time there were four red lights. The ob j ect went behind telephone poles 
and wires as it was hovering. 

At no t jme were the observers able to see any body in t he obj ect or any 
supers·tr~cture. Only t he fac t that. the lights maintai ned a geometrical relation­
ship throughout the s ight ing led them t o believe t hat the lights were i ndeed 
a t tached to a phys i cal s t r ucture of s ome s or t . A few t imes t hey gave t he i m­
p~ession tha t t he r ed lights did ref lec t d i mly off a me tallic s urface . 

The ob j ecr. then passed slightly to the rear a t which time t he driver 
s t arted the motor , ~urned on t he headli ghts, and dr ove aheaJ ~o t urn a r ound.

As he turned a r o.md , te fot..;nd t he l igh t pa ttern gr owi ng smaller i n t he east . 
The obser·;ers chased tne obj ec t s b·.;.t the attempt was f utile, b~cause t he ob ject 
Ji sappeared ~n~o ~ne dis ~ance. The total durat i on o f si~~ting was somewhere 
be t-ween five and fift~en mi nutes. 

COMMENrS 

Cons i dering t he possibility of some ~ype of aircraf~ being respons i ble 
for t he sighting has to be ruled out s i nce t here was no noise heard a t all by 
any of the observers, even though one of t he windows was rolled down. According 
to t he observers a helicopter co1;ld.n•t be responsible f or t he sight ing because 
the sub~ended angle was much t oo great to have been a heli copter over one 
hundred yards away . Also, no landing lights were used, and a helicop~er that 
close ~o ~he ground would have landing lights on. 

Scientific balloons, if t hey descend nearly t o t he ground , do not s uddenly 
~ake ·off and rise rapidly as so reported by t he observers. Thi s t ends t o dis­
coun~ such a sighting. The weather was reported as being cl oudy by t he l ocal 
weather :>ureau . 

Wit h t he informa t ion available a conclusive explanat ion i s lacking . This 
.factor makes this case unidentified. 
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
