He further
advised that he has been so employed for about two weeks and prior to this
employment worked as a cook for Morrison Catering Service, Tampa, Florida.
He said that he had been separated from the US Coast Guard on 9 May 1963.

} 4., At a location approximately 30 miles east, southeast of Heber City,

Utah, Mitchel related that he observed an object, navy gray in color, circling
a mountain at about 1,000 feet elevation. The object appeared round and
somewhat flat, the approximate size of a railroad box car. The edges of

4 the object glowed as if covered with a phosphorous coating. He observed only
i one object and after it had circled the mountain, rose to an elevation of
about 1,500 feet, went over a mountain away from his point of observation,
