in the direction of 210 degrees Magnetic observing stars:with the Navigator
when I saw what appeared at first to be a very bright lMeteor traveling in
a direction from North West to South iLast, descending in altitude, it began

to glow at the Atmospheric reentry poinmt with a very bright bluish white

light and had a pulsating red-colored tail which looked very similar to

the Exhaust tail of a Jet in Afterburner., Slightly after reentry altitude,

an object fell away, and é.lt.hough still traveling in a forward direction,

fell almost straight down and burned with a Creen light. It fell slowly,
although much faster than if it had had a parachute attached, The main

object seemed to burn out at 5 or 10 degrees above the horizon.
