The hole in the ground was
found the same weekend we saw the above mentioned objects. We
sighted these objects in Long Branch and 1f one draws a stralght
1ine from Long Branch to Glassboro, McGuire Alr Force Base and

Ft. Dix are directly in the middle., Therefore, we thought we
