Thank you for your letter of 14 October 1964 in response to one
of several recent UFO reports which I submitted to the USAF, i.e.
UFO qlghtlngs on 9 September 1964 in the 3oston, .Massachusetts,
North Shore Area. Imanswer—to—vour questions concernlng-the
possibility that the "second object™ sighted by James Warsher and
his friend was a searchlight or spotlight, I am supplying the
following information.

Cne of my initial questions to lir. Warsher was whether a search-
light reflection on a cloud layer was what he might have witnessed
as there were low scattered clouds over Boston and such a light
could have performed the maneuvers described. I received an
emphatic "no" from him. He described the object as solid, having
depth, and flving below the cloud base.
