Thank you very much for your letter, and enclosure, of 2L November 194l, in answer to
my UFO questions. I was interested to see that the Air Force still carries the report
from Socorro as unsolved, particularly since a recent letter from Dr. Donald Menzel

to me carried a contrary opinion. Although he admits that he had not seen "any de-
tailed information" about the Socorro report, he flatly came out that i$ "was prob-
ably a hoax or a delusion," I sent him a copy of your fact sheet but as yet he hasn't
commented on it,

With respect to the "hoax" conclusion on the Glassboro, N.J. sichting, I am now in
possesion of a NICAP report on that sighting. In it, they quote at some length tuwo
teee experts who maxiamt examined the leaves of trees in the area, as well as other
vegatation, and gave it as their opinion that the "singe" damage dmmt done precluded
a hoax by youngsters. They stated that leaves were recovered from a LjO-foot oak and
that other damage done to trees would have required the use of machinery - one injury,
they stated, "was not inflicted by any known type of tool.," Might I ask if you all
have queried these men or looked into this aspect of the report at all? Or are you
basing your "hoax" conclusions solely on the evidence of a few footprints and bits

of tin foil which could well havs been made (or dropped) by persons visiting ths site
befors your people arrived? It is my understanding that several days elapsed between
the time of the initial report and the visit by an Air force investigator,

"ith respect to your statement that the Air Force "still maintains the responsiblity
for investigating UFCs", might I enquire as to why Westover AF¥B, in the case of the
Shutesbury, Mass, sighting coversd in my 14 Nov 196l letter, stated that they were
refarring the information to the FAA for further investigation? Seems strange to me.

Orange Disc in Massachusetts

Mrs. Harriet E. Smith of Shutesbury,
Mass., reported seeing an orange disc-
shaped object which lit up her home as
it traveled from northeast to northwest
at 6 p. m. on November 13, 1964. The
duration of the sighting was about 60
seconds.

A spokesman at Westover AFB said he
received an inquiry about a UFO sighting
from a Shutesbury womai early that
morning. He called Flight Operations but
that section reported it had no informa-
tion and so he turned the details over L0
the FAA for further investigation.

The [oregoing sighting was detailed in
the November 14th Springlield Daily
News and subsequently a Reverend Ray
Hass of West Suffield, Conn. reported
his sighting which took place at the same

time (6 p. m.)

Reverend Hass was looking west from
his home when he saw a bright orange
object in the sky. He said he could not
get a full view because he had to look
through tree hranches. He observed 1t
{or a minute but did not see it move.

On Friday Reverend Haas told other
residents about the object and one of
them, Forest Spear, said he saw the same
thing. West Suffield, Conn. is from 35
40 miles south by southwest of Shutebury,
Mass. It is possible thatl the object seen
by Mrs. Smith wag the same as that seen
by Reverend Haas and Mr. Spear. There
could have been a time difference of
only a minute or two during which one
viewed It at a standstill and the other
during its flight.

- The lack of radiation and the speed of the
vehicle*indicate that the crai't had not experienced any

| space residency.

The Glassboro, New Jersey, report is definitely a
hoax. The 1investigation was conducted by several officers
from McOuire AFB. After the investigation, the officers
determined that the reported sighting was a hoax and that
no additional investigation was necessary. PFPhotographs of
the area revealed that only one bush was brokan. This
[ could easily have been done by applying weight or any other
| object to the top of the tree.

| The newspaper you forwarded on the Shutesbury,

n Massachusetts, asighting of 14 November 1964 indicates that

| the objeet observed was an aircraft. The spokesman from
Westover AFB Information Office probably had FAA check for
aircraft under their operational control, since all civilian
flights are under their Jurisdiction. This officer had :
checked for military aircraft and determined that none were
overational in the area. His check with FAA was a routine
procedure for a2valuating sizhtings attributed to aircrart
observation. Since ths report was not forwarded to Wrizht-
Patterson from Westover, we can assume that the aircraft
was 1dentifled by FAA; therefore, no UFO report was submitted.
The obJect was not an unidentifled flyingz objeet but an
alreraft.




The NICAP publication, "The UFO Evidence”, has been
reviewed by the Alr Force. The publication 1s a voluminous
collection of reports, facts, opinions, excerpts of investi-
gative reports, and correspcocndence all designed to support
the contention of NICAP that UFOs are a problem of national
importance. 1In 1it, the Air Force 1s charged with handling
the UFO program in a secretive manner. This secrscy is
refuted by the publication itself since the Alr Force case
filles are a prime source of the data presented. The document
does contain many reports of reputable and technical personnel.
Many of these same reports are in Air Force files with firm
evaluations of known conventional or natural objects. NICAP's
gantinuﬁd attack on the Ailr Force UFO program has no basis ¢n
