Call received 
from Blue Hill at 1715Z, F-101 s crambled from Dow AF:3 a t 1722Z and Has in 
observed area to~ithin minutes . Cor.tplete search revea led presence of one 
mi litary B-52 , sitihted at 1735Z at 3,000 feet , flying in almos t precise 
area and a long same flight path as described.

j . Flight path of UFO was apparently within the Boothbay daslgnated 
Lo~o~ Level (23H and belo~o~) Air Defense Command intercept area , and appeared 
to coincide precisely with the Logan 2 - Norfolk 17 Low Altitude High 
Speed Routes, VFR . USAF aircraft u se theae r outes and areas continuously, 
especially during periods of good flight visibility . 

k. Comments of preparing officer , Assis tant Base Operations Off icer, 
Dmo~ AFB, Haine , after intervietol to~ith original observer ( ) , 
her teacher , Nrs. o t her students and the , and 
after scramble of r Defense aircraft . After having observed the object 
several times from her classroom window , the little girl pointed the object 
to her teacher and classmates, who also saw the object, but with varying 
d2scriptions as t o shape . The teacher did not see a "rod ' 1 sticking out 
of the upper fuselage , and her classmates fairly well described jet-type 
military fighter aircraft. At her teacher ' s suggestion, the girl submit ted 
her repor t to the Stace Governor as a classroom project . It appears 
virtually impossible that only this small group of school personnel would 
obRerve an unu sual object , travelling alon6 a publishad air route, within 
a designated military training area . Not only would it probably be 
observed by citizens on the ground , bu t almost cer tainly by the numerous 
aircraft utilizing this airspace. It i s '''Y opinion that the UFO is one 
or more nri.litary aircraft , flying routine tr:tining missions . This appears 
to be .further confirmed by t he identifying of a military aircraft by an 
interceptor aircraft tn the precise loc3tl on immediatel y after a r eported 
sighting .
