WE REGRET TO ANNODUNCE the recent death of Manon Darlaine of Hollywood, Calif=-
ornia. Born in France, Madam Darlaine was a long-time researcher into flying saucers,
psychic phenomena, and other related mysteries. Her voluminous files go back for many
years, and she was keenly interested in the mysterious goings-on in the Los Angsles area
in the early 1950's, notably the disappearance of saucer ressarchers Hunrath and Wilkin-
son. Her interest in UF0Os continued, though her health failed in recent years, and she
was seen reqularly at the annual Giant Rock conventions. Your Editor met her several
times, corresponded reqularly, and considered her a close personal friend.

‘ NEW "CONTACTEE"™ STORY: On February llth, a Watsonville, California television
repairman named Sid Padrick told newspaper reporters that he took a ride in a flying sau=-
cer at 2 a.m. ons night the previous month. Padrick claimed that he was invited aboard

with assurances that the nine-man crew was "absolutely not hostile," and that he found

the craft perched on a hillside near his home. The contactee was vague about some aspects
of his trip, but did say that the crew looked like normal human beings of average height,
and that the ship's motive power came from "ensrgy transferred through a light source
known to them," i.e., known to the space people. The commander of the craft also told

him that thay have been here before and that they are visiting us on an exploratory trip

of some sort, though Padrick feels that they have other peaceful motives, as well.
Padrick claimed that the Air Force had asked him not to discuss the incident

¢« in detail. His raport of the adventure was made to Major D. B. Reeder at Hamilton Air
Force Sase, anc the data was forwarded to Wright-Patterson Air Force Base in Dayton, Ohio,
as is the routins procedure in UF0 cases.

SAUCER FLAP IN VIRGINIA CONTINUES: Clippings are still pouring into our office
regarding the saucer flap which began in Virginia last December, and which extended at

least through the end of January.
On the night of January 25th, several peopls watched a twinkling object, shap-

ed like a pie plate and looking like a spinning top, which bobbad up and down at very low
altitude over tne Rappahanneck River, at Fredericksbuyrqg, Va. The object was observed for

a period of ten minutes.
Another sighting was made the same night at the foot of a mountain near Mar-

ion, Va. This UF0O had sparks flying from it, and was heard to explode with a "cracking
sound.” A few seconds later, something rose up from the explosion and headed toward Mar=
ion. A small fire resulting from thes explosion was put out by forestry officials, but

/ apparantly no physical svidencs was found.

At Wallops Station, Va., one of America's NASA rocket launching facilities, a
NASA enginser and others observed a UF0 on January 5th, at 6 p.me The engineer, named
Dempsey Burton, described it as a bright object shooting up from the southwestern hori=-
zon. It appeared about one fourth the size of the moon; was yellowish-orange in color;
and traveled from the horizon to directly overhead in just a few seconds. B8urton added
that the mysterious object looked "like an oversized comet without a tail."” The Air force
is investigating the incident as well as another previously unpublished UF0 sighting which

took place at Wallops Station back in October of 1964.
Finally, we have a report from Staunton - scene of several previous UF0 inci=

dents = which tells of a qgroup of seven teenagers who saw and later photoqraphed little
men from outer space. This story has all the earmarks of a hoax to us, but we give it to
you for what it is worth: Steven Houffer, 16, was driving on U.S. Route 250 with several
friends when he saw a suspicious-<looking man near the side of the road. He stopped the
car and chased the individual until the man was joined by two others, all about 3% feet

in stature. They were alleqgedly wearing one-piece, skin-tight garmets that were silver

in color. Later Houffer went to a nearby barn with a photographer, whera a color picture
of one little man was taken. Just how they knew the creature was in the barn is not clear,
nor had the picture been developed at last report.

SAUCER FLAP IN ALASKA: On the night of January 27th, dozens of residents of
Anchorage, Alaska, contacted local police and newspapers in concern over a multicolored
flickering UF0 which hovered near the city., Or. William C, Langworthy, assistant profes-
sor of chemistry at Alaska Methodist University, trained a 100-power telescope on the ob-
ject and concluded that it was "odder than anything I've seen before." The professor
stated that although smaller than Jupiter in apparent size, the unknown object cast off
more light than does that planet. Whatever the object was, it apparently stayed beyond
the range of our radar, according to an Air Force spokesman, who said the incident was un-
der investigation.

Many other sightings were made the previous night, including one by Mrs. Ed
Ray of Anchorage. She was sitting in her living room with the family when she saw an ex=
tremely bright light "with the intensity of an arc light" shining through one of the
house's large windows. The frightening event was accompanied by a buzzing sound, which
turnad into an explosion a few seconds later. The whole family observed that the light
was coming down through the trees from above, and for a few moments, just before the ex=-
plosion, it shined into the living room with blinding intensitye.

L. In accordance with 78th Fighter Wing Supplement #1 to AFR 200-2,
the following preliminary report concerning an alleged UFO sighting

2+ At 11L6L on 4 February, Mr

La Selva Beach, Santa Cruz County, California,
called the Airdrome Officer and notified him that he had seen a
Space craft land in close proximity to his place of residence at

3« After repeated attempts to contact*“Sis by telephone on 4, 5,
and 6 February 1965, an eppointment was made by me to interview him
at his home at 1100L on 8 February 1965.

Pose o my visit to see SN -nd I referred him to the Hemilton
Information Office,

o« WNEMIRx drove me to a Spot on the beach ebout 2 blocks from his
home where he said the space craft had landed and related the following
story to me:

&. IHe often awakes early in the morning and can't g0 back to sleep
S0 works his ham radio or takes walks on the beach. Between 0155L and
/205L on 30 January 1965 he wms walking on the beach vhen ne heard a
steady but not loud noise that got increasingly louder as he listened,
He then noticed the Space crait at about 30° shove the horizon on a
heading of 220% from his position and it appeared to bhe moving slowly
toward him and descending. The craft had no external lights and seemed
to be about 50 feet wide and 3O feet high as it ultimately hovered




-
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over the beach at about 1 to 2 feet of eltitude, At this time the
sky was clear with good visibility and no moon. The wind was light
to calm., The space craft was of neutral color.

b. He was frightened (Jk stated frequently throughout the
interview that he was "real scared" at 21l times during his experience)
and ran about 150 feet toward his house but stopped when a male voice
from the space ship said, "Do not be frightened - we are not hostile."
This voice had perfect clarity, no accent, and talked very slowly.

c. As the craft hovered close to the ground, there was a large
flash which 1lit up the entire country side but there was no associated
noise. The voice emitting from the craft said, "You may come sboard -
we assure you of no harm", so he (@) overcame some of his fear
because of curiosity and went aboard the craft through a sliding
hatch that closed behind him when he entered.

d. The compartment he entered was about 6 by 8 feet and was
illuminated by very bright blue-white indirect lighting. The voice
said, "Relax - you mey come in," and a sliding door opened into
another compartment. He entered and saw 2 man (owner of the voice)
who said, "Please follow me - you may not touch anything in this
craft without my permission.”

e. The spece man looked like a perfect human speciman. He was
very erect and straight of stature, 5'9" teall, 145-150 pounds, clear
gkin, no wrinkles or blemishes on face, perfect fingernails and teeth,
and had dark hair worn in a crew cut style but very long on top. He
was dressed in & very tight, 2 piece sulit of a silky white color.

f+« The spaceman invited him to ask questions and so he proceeded
to ask the following questions:

(L) Q. How did you evade our radar? A. The hull of our
gpace craft ebsorbs enerzy and will not allow a reflection or harmful
penetration.

(2) Q. How is your ship constructed, what is your speed,
what communications do you have? A. llo answer.

(3) Q. Where are you from? A. Our home is on the other
side of a planet which you can observe from earth.

(4) Q. Are you humen? A. Yes, we are human, but not jyour

o

type.

(5) Q. Do you live like us? A. We live in a similar manner
to you but we are much more respectful to the Supreme.




(6) Q. How far is your home from us? A. We are not in terms
of miles or days. We operate in terms of light.

(7) Q. How long did it take you to get here? A. Many lights.
(8) Q. Have you been here before? A. Yes, to this planet,
(9) Q. Why are you here? A. For exvloratory purposes only.
(10) Q. Have you ever been attacked? A. DNo, not this craft.

(11) Q. Are you alone? A. No, look out this special window
and you will see our navigation craft. (This navigation craft was
observed to be a long distance away and high in the sky and looked

like the one he was in.)

(12) Q. Do you have meens of attacking anyone? A. No, not
this craft but the navigation craft can counter attack from many lights
avey .

(13) Q. How did you pick me for this experience? A. We did
not pick you. It was your choice. You are the first person ever to
come aboard this ship. We have invited many before but they were
frightened away.

(14) Q. If I were a scientist could I have learned more?

A. o,

(15) Q. Have you ever tried to communicate with the countries
on earth? A. llo, all nations have a tendency to attack unknown objects

without warning.

(153) Q. Will I ever see you again? A. We will return but
willl be undetected because we know the movements of your ships and
aircraft and we always come by darkness or cloud cover. We can see
small movements for many lights.

g. ©He was given a tour of the space craft and saw other spacemen
(one of whom he thought was a girl) aboard but did not talk to them
as the orizinal spaceman was the only one that could speak English.,
During his tour he saw various instrument panels, computers, etc. When
he and his escort entered the consultation room (chapel) in the craft
che svaceman told him that they have the same GCod we 40 but are more
loyal to him. Also that in their society there is no sickness or
disease, no police force, everyone works together, and that they must
practice strict birth control because of their long life.

h. During the time he was zboard, the space ship took off and
moved temporarily to another location but there was no sense of
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movement or noise during the flight. There were no loose items in the
craft and everything had rounded corners and was well padded.

i. At ebout OLOSL on 30 January 1965 the space ship deposited him
back to the original landing spot. As he disembarked he felt the
surface of the craft and it had a highly polished smooth feeling.

6. During the time Padrick was relating the above to me he frequently
referred to type written notes and provided me with drawings of the
space craft (Atch 1).

T. MruliiBeis 45 years of age, has a high school education, was on
active duty in the Air Force during World War II and is currently a
member of the Air Force Reserve. He is a private pilot with 600 flying
hours and a ham radio operator (Call Sign WBA-HXJ). He appears to be
of above average intelligence with an excellent vocabulary and command
of the English language. He is a glib talker. He operates a TV and
redio repair business and lives in a comfortable home and drives a

new Car.

8. Conclusion. Mr JJPk alluded to the fact that he is going to
write a book or magazine article about his experience with the space
ghip. It is my opinion that this is not a valid UFO contact but rather
an attempt on Mr Padrick's part to get the Air Force involved in order
to lend his story same authenticity and credibility. F

9. Recommendation. That no further local investigative action be taken
and that this report be forwarded direct to AFSC (FID), Wright-Patterson
AFB, Ohio, in accordance with AFR 200-2A for their information, evalu-

ation, and action as required.
