He stated that their in-house facilities for processing
personal pnotography was for color film only, that processing of
black and white film was not permitted, but that a bootleg Jjob could
have peen done. Mr ?‘bated that the processing of personal
film was permitted at Technicolor and that he paid tie normal

There was no sound, no heat, no changes of color or other phenomena
noted. The object appeared to be of pure, hazy white, definitely
solid-looking, and did not appear to have an undense appearance that
one might associate with a cloud. Total lengtir of observation was
about 20 seconds. Mr (JNIIP® camera, with which the picture was
taken, is an old Kodak Brownie box camera which MrSjJB nad had
for over 35 years; it had no ad justments, an estimated aperture of

Mr s .id the viewfinder on his camera was exceptionally dirty
and worn to the point where it was of little value for sighting in

a picture and that because of this and the short time in which he had
to react, that e shot the picture "from the hip" on the hood of his
car rather than hand nholding and sighting thne camera.
