As noted tefore, we have also seen the Zcho Satellite from owr former home in
Fremont, California., The Echo did not apvear to be as large or as dbright as the
objects we sighted in July of 1965, I sincerely believe that the objects we
sighted were in our atmosphere but actual altitude was difficult to determine.

1 woula iuize that while ascending the objects travelled several thousand feet
in a matter of seconds and the same when descending, At the staze where they
seemed to make a pass at each other, it appeared that they came within 1000 feet

of each oter.

On about Tive occasions during the months of August and September 1965, my fanily
and I have sighted similar otjects travelling at a set rate of speed from south
to Yorth znd east to west fron our home in Bismarck, N, Dak,, On several of these

occasions we routed the neigrhtors who also sighted the objects. On one occasion
I called =ne Target Radar Fass nanned by the Air Force north of Bismarck and I
bvelieve one of the men on dusy sighted the same object tutl informed me that they

did not have equipment to n*h“ the object up on radar.s I did not record dates
or times “nat these objects were sighted, On all occasions these objects passed
ouvt of sizxt in a short time, I am certain that none of these objects were
airerz®t or halloons., All ware sighted at night, I believe the objects of this
main »szoort were probably lsower than those sighted during the following months.
