One aircraft also reported a 
gro~p of five ships ~vithin the area of the launch . 

(1) A query to CINCPACFLT OPS PLOT reveal ed that 
the sighting was probably a navy operation being conducted 
in that area at that time. 

e. Also on 5 August at OSOOZ, a teenager reported a 
bright light in the sky . Since no other details r.ve:r-e 
available, and no other reports made, the sightinG was 
ruled non-significant and no investigation was made.
