Time of the missile firing was 1243Z. This was
later than the sighting reporhed by the aircraft. How-
ever, the aircrew was not exactly sure of the time. There-

d. On 5 August, at 1311Z, several aircraft at 28-33N/
iSE reported a rocket firing from the surface of the
cc2an.

(1) A query to CINCPACFLT OPS PLOT revealed that
the sighting was probably a navy oferation being conducted
in that area at that time.
