One possibility is that of an airplane suddenly turning on its landirg 1ights.

This would be the wrong direction for O'Hara International, but it might hawve been
in the landing pattern.

The possibility of 8 satellite is ruled out because the directiocn of flight
is opposite that of a satellite. The duration is a little long for a meteﬁr.
However, by relerring to the angular rate chart we see that there still is the
possibility thal it could have been a meteor and that the observer overestimated
the time; however, no trail was reported.

There is no indication or evidence that this sizghting was an extraterrestrial
vehicle or that it posed a threat to our national security.
