A cunous landing report, in ~.e~ York st~te. on_Aug. 19, has ~- · · . 
been thoroughly checked by NICAP, state policearnta five-man AF- · 
team. This sighting, which occurred on the William Butcher 
dairy farm near Cherry Creek, N.Y., involved three members of 
the Butcher family and a fourth witness. Here is their report: 

At 8:20 p.m., Harold Butcher, 16, was operating a milking 
machine in a dairy barn housing 17 cows. A portable radio on 
the wall was turned to a newscast, when a sudden static-like 
interference drowned It out. Then the tractor which ran the 
millong machine abruptly stopped. A moment later, a Holstein 
bull secured outside began to bellow and pull at a steel bar to 
which it was chained. 

Young Butcher ran to a window and saw a large ell iptical 
object nearing the ground, a fourth of a mile away. A reddish 
vapor could be seen underneath, and he heard a steady beep-beep 
sound. The UFO was on the gr ound only a few seconds, then it 
shot straieht up, disappearing in low clouds. 

When the -other witnesses came out, after Harold Butcher 
phoned the house, they noted a strange odor, also a greenish glow 
in the riouds where the UFO had vanished. Meantime, it was 
found that the bull had bent the steel bar in his efforts to get 
loose.

Aiter th" AF team left, t'HCAP m"mh"r .Je ffrey Gow obtained 
samples l) f th~ purplis h substance .l:l<J Sm!:!r:>d foli:~::re . and s am­
ples ·.vt> r -:> s tudied by the K;\weckl Cht"rmc:tl Co .. whose president 
is a :"'!CAP advise r. Spectrog raph!c a nal::sis s howed the mam 
elements of the liquid to be alum1num, iron and silicon. Some 
phosphorous was found in the ·.veed sa mples, which the analyst 
sad might cause a Jlhosphine sme ll. <:xplarning the odd odo r. 

On the nu!ilt Collowin!! the Cherrj Creek 1ncident, Statc T roope r 
R1chard Ward, a few miles from this a r ea, •»atched an object with 
e1ght c1rr ular H~rhts in line flying tw1ce as Cast a a jet. It e m1tted 
a famt, unbmiliar purrln!! snund. 

Dr. Fred C . Fair and .John Maxwell, of NlCAP New York Sub­
commit tee No. 2, carefully checked the Che rry Creek site and 
questioned the witnesses. On the basis of present evidence, they 
believe the report is genuine. Dr. Fair has confirmed that two 
state trtJope rs who investigated also see m to be convinced.

The wic:.ness was working i n a barn when he noticed unusual AM radio inter­
ference plL.s a beeping sound. wben he vent outside he saw an objec~ which he

red glowing streamers projecting downward f rom the entire perimeter plus a 
trail of red to yellow color .
