The intensity as well as deviation in appearance at & regular
interval is caused when the aircroft is in a turn or at an angle
when the light shines through the "bubble” or cpen portion of
the craft. It's quite likely that MrsdilBs landmark, which
is located on aviation section charta, is used as a reference
point in cross country flights.

2« We had no unusual reports from Pike County, Missouri during
this period. The ADC reported no unidentlified tracks from her
area., Helicopters on flights of this nature could be flown Ly
the Air National Quard, Nevy, Army and/or other military uaits
within a radius of 150 miles. In view cf the reported character-
istics and delay of the submission of her report no attempt will
be made to identify a speciflic flight.
