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RADIATION : 

INVESTIGATION 

Radiation readings were taken vnth a PDR- 27C radiac set to determine 
the existence of beta or gamma radiation . Readings t·rere taken of the 
vehicle , clothing (left sleeve) of Deputy Sheriff Goode , and the pasture 
area next to Highway 36 where the object was reported to have hovered . 
No indication of the presence of radiation was found . However, it should 
be noted that there were two periods of rainfall between the time the 
object t.ras sighted and the time the readings were taken . 

AJR TRAFFIC: 

It should be noted on the inclosed maps that the area of sighting is 
in the immedia~e vicinity of the Victor 20 airway. Although the officers 
emphatically denied t hat the object was an aircraft , and i t is highly 
improbable tha~ i t could have been, I nevertheless checked t.rith Houston 
Air Traffic Con~rol Center . A review of their records indicated that 
there t-Tas no l:::t ~raffic i:.': ~he area at the time of the sighting . They 
had no records o~ a~y V?R ~raffic . Houston radar coverage extends into 
the area in ques~:.::n cr.l"L not below 2000 feet . (The minimum altitude f or 
Victor 20 is 20C ~ :eet) . Houst-on radar records i ndicated no UFO or 
u."'lusual s igh"Lir:gs i·..:.ri ng the ueriod in q'.les':.ion .

The official surface 1-reather 
conditio~s a"L 3l,i~g~on Air Force Base (approx. 40 miles northeast of the 
area i~ ques~ic~) e~ 2300 hours (CST) were : clear , eleven miles visibility, 
•..rinds cg.lrn, al :.ue:.er setting 29 .86 , temperature 74 degrees , de-vr point 72 
degrees . A s~:ace ra~ation inversion was present during this period from 
:.he grour.d :.o ;oo feet . A very strong subs_!:.ance inversion 1-ras present 
between 8000-10 , 500 feet . This inversion was strong enough t o cause radar 
refractions . Upper air weather conditions have been omitted since t hey 
have no apparent bearing on this sighting. 
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CONCLUSiot;s : 

After t.alking with both officers involved in the sighting there is no 
doubt in my mind that they definitely saw some unusual object or phenomenon • 
However , my investigation failed to uncover any facts that permitted me , 
with my meager knowledge of such things , to arrive at any explanation for 
the unusual sighting . Both officers appeared to be intelligent, mature , 
level- headed , a~a persons capable of sound judgment and reasoning. Chief 
Deputy Sheriff McCoy holds a responsible position in the department re­
quiring the supervision over 42 personnel . Both officers have been sub­
jected to considerable friendly ridicule from their contemporaries and the 
local townspeople ; but , have continued to profess the facts of their sighting. 

• • Furthermore , the sighting has stirred up considerable interest in the local 
newspapers , radio , and television causing them additional embarrassment and 
• • • J.nconvenJ.ence • 
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se v tin~ ~ t 24~ degrees azimuth. Tnere was a surface radiation i nversion d~rin~ 
1..hi s period f r om the ground to 300 fee t , and a very s r.rong invers ion be t ween 
- . JOU and 10 ,500 fee t . This i nversion was str ong enough to cause radar r e ­
''ra ci:. i on. As Antar es was setting this i nversion between 8,000 and 10 ,500 fee t 
~J~ ld have ca ~sed a dis~ortion of Antares . 

Hous ton Ai r Traff ic Control reported no lFR traffic in t.he area at the 
t ime of the sighting . They had no records of VFR traf fic. Ho•1ston radar 
r ecords indicated no UFO or unusual sightings during t he period in question . 

The fact t ha t the object disappeared by shooting up 90 degrees into ~he 
air maKes t~is case unidentified since such an abrupt change in position pre vents 
an astronomical explana~ion. 
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STATEMENT OF DEPUTY SHERIFF BILLY E. HcCOY 

Deputy Sheriff Goode and I were driving south on Highway 36 from Damon, 
Texas , toward West Columbia at about 11:00 p .m. on Friday, September 3, 1965 . 
When we were about two or three miles south of Damon, I saw a very bright 
purple light stationary on the horizon about 5-6 miles away and southwest of 
our position . After a few seconds a smaller blue light appeared out of the 
larger purple light and traveled to the right of the purple light , poising 
momentarily in two distinct positions before becoming stationary. The lights 
then floated upwards to an angle about 5-10° above the horizon. They re­
mained at a distance of 5-6 miles and we were unable to dis tinguish any other 
features other than the two bright lights . We turned the car around and 
Deputy Sheriff Goode looked at the lights through binoculars . We decided to 
investigate further and headed back toward Damon to look for a back road to 
take us nearer the li6hts . After traveling about 3/4 of a mile on Highway 
)6 , we slowed down , Goode had his \ilndow open (rolled down) and l ooked through 
the binoculars again and the lights appeared to still be in the same position. 
We slowed dow~ to almost a stop off the edge of the highway and while watching 
the lights they s t arted coming toward us at a rapid speed. The object came up 
to the pasture next to the highway about 150 feet off the highway and about 
100 feet high . T!'le bulk of the objec:. \-las plainly visible at this time and 
appeared to be ~ria~g~ar shaped ~iLth a ~right purple light on the left end 
ar.d ':,he smaller , less bright, blue lig!l:. :>n t.he right end. The bulk of the 
cbject appeared to oe :iark gray ir. col0r ·.nth no other distinguishing features . 
I t appe.~red to oe about. 200 ' Hide and 40- .50 feet t.hick in the middle , tapering 
off to,.;ard both er.ds . There ;..ras no noise or any t-rail . !he bright purple 
light illur~~ated t.he ground direc~ly underneath it and the area in front of 
it , including t~a h;5h~ay and the interior of our pat rol car . The tall grass 
under the o'::lj ec-':. did not. appear to oe :iist.ur.bed . There Has a bri ght moon 
o'.lt and it cast a shadow of the object on 'the ground i mmedia: ely below it in 
the grass . Deput.y Sheriff Goode I.·Tas in the driver ' s s eat ~·rith his left arm 
laying in t~e '"'pen ,.;ir.dow. Al t.hough he ~.Jas 1o1earing a l ong sleeved shirt and 
a coat , he later said that he felt the heat appar ently em~~a ting from the 
object . \ve immediately put the car in !l'lot~on and headed tor,;ard Damon as fast 
as we could go . 1tlhile traveling at. speads up to 110 mph , tm:ard Damon, I 
continaad to 'toTatch the object out. of "the back •dndm-r of the car . It appeared 
t.o reMain in the same position :or approximately ten seconds and then move 
off in the direction where we first saw it at a very high speed. There was 
no noise . While it was in motion the smaller blue light on the right. side 
disappeared entirely and the larger purple light became smaller but retaL~ed 
its brilliance apparently caused by its movement away fro~ us . After arriving 

. a t app::-~:c.mately ~ts original position, it Hent straight up in "the air and d.is ­
appea::-ed at 25- 30 above the horizon . 

When we got to Damon, vre drove slm.;ly through the to~m , discussed what 
we saw , ~~d decided to go back to the area and see if t he object was still 
there . We were both scared but still wanted to find out 1.o1ha t it Has . We 
decided to take the old Damon-West Columbia road which would pu~ us closer to 
the area where we first saw it . However , we traveled the full length of this 
road until >-te turned off to go back on Hight..ray 36 and vre didn ' : s ee anything . 

• 
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vie headed back tm..rard Damon on Highway 36 and when we got to the area where 
·He first sa~..r the bright lights we again saw the bright purple light on the 
horizon and the smaller blue light again appeared out of the larger purple 
light . After the blue light moved exactly like it did the first time and 
became stationary the lights floated in the air at about 8-10° . We decided 
to leave the area because we figured that the object \lfould start coming 
towards us again. 

We returned to West Columbia and told the City Judge of West Columbia, 
Jim Scott , about 1-1hat we saw. Jim and his family went over to the area and 
remained for about an hour and a half but they didn ' t see anything . 

I returned ~o the area the following 3 nights at approximately the same 
time and have not seen anything like what we saw the first night. I have 
been unable to come up with any plausible explanation of our sitings . There 
are no ground lights in this area which would cause a reflection . I am 
positive that the object was not any type of aircraft that I know to exist 
and I have ne7e!" seen anything like it before . 

I hav8 been a Brazoria County Deputy Sheriff for 11 year s and now occupy 
the position of Chief Deputy Sheriff . I am 38 years old. Deputy Sheriff 
Goode has been ·~th ~he departmen~ f or 1~ years and is 50 years old. Neither 
o.f us had anything 1:0 drink on the night. ~·Te sa1v the lights and the object . \.Je 
~.rere working r.he foo-c()all game a:. S~veenej· on this night .

(their car engine was running). no 
change in the lights and no visible trail. 
Th~ purple light seemed more brilliant 
as it approached. the distance between 
the t wo lights appeared to be 200 feet 
(based on object 's length in relation to 
telephone poles along the highway and 
their distance from each other). The 
height of the object appt!ared to be 40·50 
feet. (See sketch ). The width and depth 
from "front" to "back" was und etermin· 
able. See sketch for shape. The color of 
the object between the two lights was 
gray, material indeterminable, and there 
were no markings, that is, no letters, 
numerals, signs, windows, portholes, 
doors, wheels, antennas or protrusions. 

The "purple light" on the "left" , was 
rectangular in shape (see sketch), 40 to 
50 feet in height. McCoy emphasized this 
light appeared to be same height as that 
of object at center. McCoy saw this light 
as constantly pulsating purple of the 
brilliance of a welder's light, but purple 
instead of blue. To Goode this light ap· 
peared to be a mass of small flashing 
ligh ts Blue light on object's ·'right". 
was d~finitely less prominent in size and 
br il11ance than purple light: McCoy re­
called t hat it. too. seemed recta ngular in 
shc!pe when close up. 

Geode's ca r window was down : his 
el br:1w was extending outside beyond t he 
wmdow lerlge; he stales he deiinitely 
iclt heat from object at this point. Wtn· 
dow on 1\lcCoy's side was up. 

Both witnesses were astounded by 
tJAO's extraordinary rapid approach to 
the vicinity of their car : by the realiza· 
tion that it was a truly solid object: by its 
huge s izt:: and by the brilliance of the 
purple light. Goode admitted he panicked 
upon feeling the heat :~nd drove from 
the scene as fast as patrol car would 
accelerate, reaching 110 miles per hour 
"i n almost no time". The UFO produced 
no noticable ill effects on the men nor 
did it in any way affect the car or equip· 
ment. As they sped from the area, McCoy 
tri~d to continue his observation of the 
UAO. and as best as he could determine 
the object seemed to "snap back" to its 
original location, slightly above horizon 
l~vel. McCoy used the expression "snap 
back" twice in his description . 

Suddenly it shot straight up, the purple 
light becoming tremendously brill iant. 
and disappeared completely at what Me· 
Coy estimated was a 20 degree elevation 
above the horizon . 

After driving for some time, and at· 
tempting to recover from their experi­
ence, McCoy insisted that they return to 

One of the best documented multiple­
witness sightings gathered and invest!· 
gated by APRO in the past 6 months is 
the following which contains complete 
details : 

On Friday, 3 September 1965 at 11 p.m. 
Chief Deputy Sheriff B. E. McCoy and 
Deputy Sheriff Bob Goode of Angle ton, I 
Texi\S (south of Houston ) were patroling 
the West Columbia area of Brazoria 
County, on the hi~hw~y between W. Co- , 
lumbia and Damon. 

McCoy spotted a brilliant purple glow 
at horizon level beyond vast pasture land 
and was unable to identify source. Ofii· 
cers head ing south, Goode driving. McCoy 
on driver's right. Object to the west. Glow 
soon became discernible as bright light, 
round in appearance. Next. McCoy noted 
somewhat smaller, less powerful blue 
light seemingly "emerge" from purple 
light and move some distance to its right 
He later realized this effect resulted 
from object making 90 degree turn so 
that it "faced'' them, and the blue light, 
which had been parallel with and "be· 
hind" the purple one, now became visi­
ble . Goode had maintained until this time 
that the lights were oil field lights and 
McCoy rlisagreed. ~lcCoy then noticed 
that hoth lights had apparently risen 
simultaneously slightly above horizon 
level, and Gnode then conceded that ob­
jects could not be oil field lights. so he 
swung the car around for a better view 
as they were now directly opposite the 
light, McCoy on the side next to pasture. 
Based on knowledge of terrain and upon 
further investigation in daylight, McCoy 
and Goode estimate the object at this 
point was 5 to 7 miles from the highway. 
Although our investigator occasionally 
used the word object in his report, there 
was nothing but two iights visible until 
this point. 

McCoy feels certain that within the 
next three or four seconds, after the car 
was turned around, the object traversed 
the distance irom its initial position to :.. 
spot approximately 150 feet from the 
highway, 100 feet above ground level and 
parallel to their car. This movement

In the moonlight, the UFO 
cast a h~e shadow on the ground , and the oCficers could see It 
movtnv; swiftly toward the hu~h·..vay.

The 1nd1cattons are that close approaches and land1ngs w1ll keep 
on u1cre:~.sing. rr a large number of UFOs should land at pomts 
arc•md t!le country, or maneuver at low altitudes over a number 
or cnies. the r ea ct!on could be serious. Millions of people, ac­
customed to th1Mmg of UFOs as jokes, would abruptly r ealize 
they had been deCPIVed. Many would probably suspect that some­
thlnlr ommous had been hidden even U there was not the slightes t 
sign or any hostility. 

It tS fa:- betterto g;et the truth out in the open and prepa re people, 
as c:~.lmly as possible, Cor further landings and close obs'!rvahons, 
before some sudden development makes gradual and reasonable 
praparahon Impossible.

WEIRD UFO INCIDENT IN TEXAS: On the ni gh t of September 3rd, ~wo po lice 
officers had a torrifying encounter with a UF O near Damon , Texas . The object, 
200 feet long and 50 feet in diameter , appr oached so close to their patrol 
car, that its erie light was visible on t he gr ound . The officer s panicked and 
left the area at speeds in excess of 100 mile s per hour . La ter that night they 
returned. The same or a similar UfO aga in swooped down on t heir car, and again 
they left the area r apidly . They did no t come back f or a third try . 

The really unusual aspects of t he case arc t he fcllo wing t An open sore 
on one officer's arm was apparently hea led by hea t and light f r om the UFO. The 
policeman, named Bob Goode , had had hi s a rm ou t t hn window o f t he patrol ca r 
during the sighting, and later found thAt ~n i nf ected wo und from an alli ga tor 
bite had healed suddenly . 

The second weird aspect wa s thn f 1ct t h.1l Goode was vi s ited by two me n 
shortly after the incident , who told him in dcla ll ahmtt the s i ")h ting, and ad­
visod him t hat , should ho have anothe r nuch ~ ncoun to r , ho shoul d "try t o co­
ope r a t e with any being on board , and kePp t o hi mse l f any conve r sa tion he migh t 
have 111ith such beings ." The identity of t hese two r.~ys te rious men i s appa r An tl y 
not kno111n.
