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h.  Si^jnificant  Unusual  Condition: 

The  tnusually  clear  night  aL’nsst  positively  accounted  for 
the  observers  sitting  of  the  Diamond  Siioal  Li^^it  Ship  approxLiiately 
30  iTviies  cast  of  Ocracoke,  SOI  Powell,  /assistant  to  the  iXity  Officer 
at  Coast  Guard  District  #5,  431  Crawford  Street,  Portsmouth,  Virsinia, 
confirred  the  existence  of  the  Diamond  Shoal  Li^^t  Ship  at  35-05.3 
North  and  75-19.7  West.  SOI  Powell  also  stated  tlaat  the  Diamond 
SitJai  Lii^xt  Ship  has  a   16,000  caiidle  power  li^t  which  is  riounted 
66  feet  above  tiie  \'ater,  Tnis  ligl\t  is  nili  briglit  for  21  seconds 
and  dinimed  for  12  seconds.  It  can  norirally  be  readily  seen  for 
1-i  rales  from  the  surface,  and  v/itir  tite  naked  eye.

All  state:;ent5  
seemed  to  confirm  tliat  the  object  sigjited 

was  the  li^it  on  t:ie  Diarxjnd  Shoal  Light  Ship,  except  the  red  and 
green  flasiiing  limits.  Such  red  and  green  ii^ts  are  used  as 
running  liglits  on  tr.s  Diamond  Shoal,  but  are  nornally  off  as  tiie 
sliip  is  anchored.  

Herwever,  it  is  possible  that  they  v^rere  on  the 
night  of  7   Koverdier  1965,  and  would  be  visible  if  the  ship  was  headed toward  the  observers. 
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No  physical  evidence  was  reported  to  exist.
