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The  Great  American  and  Mexican  Blackouts 
«

A   T   approximacly  5.18  p.m.  on  November  9,  an 
^   ̂   area  of  80, 030  square  miles,  extending  from 
Bc>.iton  to  Buffalo  and  up  into  the  Canadian 
Province  of  Ontario,  and  embracing  some 

30,0()0,OC'43  people,  experienced  a   remarkable blackout,  svhich  m   some  areas  lasted  for  as  much  os 

13^  hours  .upper  New  York  Slate)  and  in  the  other 
areas  from  three  to  six  hours.  All  our  readers  will 

have  seen  full  details  in  their  papers,  and  I   will 
quote  here  only  a   few  lines  from  the  six-page 
account  that  appeared  in  TIME  Magazine  for 
November  19: 

”The  firzi  him  rttut  the  Nonheasib  huge  C.\NUSE 
(Canadiiin^U.S.  Eastern  Interconnection  i   p*;wrr«gricl  was  in 
(rouble  came  at  S.I6.  Moving  clockwise,  :rJ;::or.s  of  kitowaUs 
of  clectricirv  were  coursing  through  the  vast  nenvork  of  cables 

to  meet  the  earlir-evcniiig  needs  of  the  ̂ S*es!e.•n  Hemisphere^ 
most  beavQy  populated,  most  power*dependent  region.  In 
the  humming  central  control  room  of  the  Ontario  Hydro- 
Electric  CotxtmUiion^  ink-pens  tracing  the  flow  of  power 
suddenly  shuddered.  At  the  Rochester  Gas  and  Electric 
Corporation*  on  the  other  side  of  Lake  Ontario,  the  dials  on  a 
wall  lurched  out  of  control.  A   minute  iuter,  meten  at  the 
mammoth  Robert  Moses  Niagara  Power  Pla:it— biggest  in 

the  Hem  bp  hen?— also  went  wild.  *rhe  power  output  surged 
from  1,300  mega  volts  to  2,250,  then  sank  abruptly  to  r.cro. 

EAclaimed  one  Engineer;  *Tlic  needle  ca.me  clear  off  the 
paper!  I   here  were  more  squiggly  lines  than  in  an  earth- 

quake.* 
^*Giani  generaion  spun  uncontrollably  out  of  step,  and 

overfed  switches  sprang  open.  At  Consolidated  Edison's 
Energy  Control  Center  on  West  Side,  Manhauen,  the  meter 

showing  the  power  flowing  in  from  the  up-state  sources 
record^  300.000  kilowatts.  At  5.18  the  Rux  reversed,  and 
within  seconds  1.5  million  kw.  were  surging  northward  .   • 

While  admitting  that  not  one  utility  expert  could 
offer  an  explanation  (the  London  Evening  Standard 
had  carried  a   report  to  the  same  effect  from  New 
York  on  November  11),  Time  concluded  that  the 
blackout  had  been  caused  by  the  phenomenon 

known  as  ‘'cascading”.  "When  there  is  a   sudden 
scientists  present  included  Dr.  Wiliiani  lirewstcr.  a 
research  jahysicist  at  Walter  Reed  .\rmy  Hospital; 
Andrew  Ka;ey,  ecneral  couitsel  for  tlic  Inter- 

national Astronautical  Federation  and  the  Ameri- 
can Institute  of  Acroti-iutics  and  .Astronautics;  Dr. 

F.  Regis  Ricsenman,  a   prominent  psychiatrist;  aitd 
James  Shiner,  Assistant  to  the  director  of  Ki»>tech- 

nnlojpr  and  Human  Research  in  N.\SA.  After  the 
meeting,  Andrew  Haley  remarked  that  “apart 
from  myself,  Jeanc  Dixon  was  more  knowletlge.aldc 
about  rockets  than  anyone  else  in  the  room". 

Be'xuisc  these  scientists  had  been  so  rager  to 
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drain  on  the  line,  power  rushes  in  to  make  up 
the  loss,  but  there  is  a   tendency  in  such  rases  for  the 

waves  to  pile  «ip  on  each  other  in  wild,  ever- 
growing oscillations  that  carom  througii  the 

circuit.” 

In  Britain  officialdom  promptly  .i.^sured  us  that 

“it  couldn’t  happen  Itrre*’,  and  so  said  officialdom 
in  most  other  parts  of  the  U.S..\.,such,  for  example, 
as  otTjciaU  of  the  povver  company  at  Kl  Faso,  TVxas. 
Tltis  being  so,  let  us  now  note  with  growing  interest 
that,  on  the  night  of  December  3,  another  big 
blackout  occurred,  allegedly  liaving  its  origin  in 
that  area.  It  lasted  for  two  hours,  and  affected  a 

total  of  about  a   million  people  in  parts  of  western 
Texas,  parts  of  New  Mexico,  and  also  the  Mexican 

frontier  town  of  Juarez.  Four  or  live  L'.S.  .Air 
Force  bases  in  that  part  of  the  South-West 
were  uffbeted,  one  of  them  being  Holloman  Air 
Force  Base,  which  i>  located  near  a   missile  centre 
and  i<  well  known  to  all  students  of  the  UFO 

problem  by  reason  of  the  large  number  of  sight- 

ings there. I   have  a   minimal  knowledge  of  electrical  matters, 
and  certainly  do  not  claim  to  know  what  caused 
these  two  blackouts,  but  it  may  be  wise  to  assemble 

here  .i  few  scraps  and  notes  which  could  con- 
ceivably help  us  to  arriveat  the  right  answer,

A,  General  Review 

This  investigator  interviewed  the  principals  on  tl:e  evening  of  24  November  1965 

from  approximately  7:30  p.a.  to  appro?daately  8:30  p.a*,  in  tlie  presence  of 
the  father  of  Miss  Guest,  Mr*  Gordon  Guest* 

Prior  to  my  interview,  both  gii3s  were  in  posession  of  NICAP  report  forms 
(short  form)  and  had  partially  completed  same. 

It  was  impractical  to  individually  question  the  girls,  and  in  view  of 
their  prior  work  on  the  report  forms,  I   deemed  it  meaningless  to  do  so. 

Questioning  revealed  that  at  least  one  (Miss  Guest)  had  heard  one  or  more 
of  the  recent  radio  broadcasts  re.  UFO  activity,  and  both  had  read  recent  UFO 

clippings  in  the  Boston  papers  as  well  as  the  complete  week<-long  article  in 
the  Boston  Herald  pertaining  to  the  Hill  case. 

During  the  questioning  and  subsequent  discussion,  various  discrepancies 
appeared  in  the  answers  from  each  girl,  and  that  in  many  instances  difficulty 
v/as  net  in  trying  to  obtain  separate  answers,  since  usually  one  (Miss  Guest) 
would  formulate  an  answer  which  was  usually  seconded  by  the  otlier. 

The  most  important  variances  in  verbal  answers  with  \vritten  answers  are 
as  follows:  I 

1.  Distar.' 

NeithS' questioning 

e:  (V’ritten  reports  not  completed) 
girl  had  the  slightest  conception  of  distance.  Ansv/ers  over  the 

period  ranged  from  ”a  few  hundred  feet'*  to  "eight  to  ten  miles". 

2,  Si;;e:  (Reports:  apparent  sirs  of  grapefruit,  etc.) 

Both  girls  agreed  that  the  object  was  "smaller  than  the  full  moon", "about 
the  size  of  a   helicopter  a   couple  of  fields  length  away"  etc.  They  were  startled 
to  learn  that  a   dime  will  cover  a   full  moon,  yet  neither  could  approximate  a 
more  reasonable  comparison.

3*  Mistion:  One  girl  couldn’t  describe  notion  v/iule  one  (Miss  V/illians,  see 
report)  decided  tlic  object  nioved  toward  the  moon  and  disappeared. 

4*  Sound:  (Report:  humning) 

Neither  girl  could  say  either  when  they  becane  aware  of  noise,  or  why  the 

noise  was  identified  as  emanating  from  the  object.  Verbal  reports  varied  bet*.7een 
a   jet  at  great  height  and  a   fly  caught  in  a   window. 

5.  Position:  '   doth  agreed  that  they  were  facing  north  and  the  noon  was  to  th 
right  front  (NB)  and  the  moon  was  above  and  to  the  left  of  the  object.  One 
girl  sketched  the  moon  directly  above  the  object  while  the  otlier  sketched  the 
moon  above  and  to  the  right  of  the  object*  (See  reports) 

B.  Related  Information 

1.  The  father  of  Miss  Guest  informed  me  that  although  a   confirmed  non-believer 

of  u?0  himself,  he  was  sure  that  his /daughter  had  been  sometMng,  and  was  definitely 

"slightly  upset"  by  the  experience, 

2,  In  an  attempt  to  eliminate  astronomical  bodies,  I   have  considered  Jupiter 

as  the  only  probable  "phenomenon",  and  reduced  its  position  relative  to  the  . 
noon  and  relative  to  the  position  of  the  noon  in  the  sky  ..at  the  tine  and 

date  of  the  observation,  I   used  Boston  as  an  approximate  locale,  since  I 
]oiow  the  latitude  and  longitude,  and  the  variance  between  Boston  and  Raynliam 
is  minor,

Conclusion:  Allowing  for  the  variances  noted  above  regarding  size,  position, 

motion,  etc,,  and  taking  the  father’s  statement  into  consideration,  I   have 
concluded  that  the  girls  did  in  fact  see  an  unknown  object,  and  that  it  was 
probably  the  planet  Jupiter* 

A   combination  of  the  lateness  of  the  hour,  the  renote  and  unfaniliar  location, 
lack  of  knowledge  of  astronomical  phenomena  coupled  with  the  recent  exposure 
and  content  of  the  Hill  case  could  trigger  the  imagination  to  this  extent.

ROCKET  EXPERIMENT  TIMED 

WITH  TWO  SATELLITE  PASSES  AT  WALLOPS 

A   rocket  experiment  coordinated  with  overpasses  of  two 

satellites  was  launched  by  the  National  Aeronautics  and  Space 

Administration  at  Wallops  Island,  Va, ,   at  3:02  p.m.  EDT  today. 

An  ionosphere  experiment  prepared  jointly  by  the  Southwest 

Center  for  Advanced  Studies,  Dallas,  Texas,  and  NASA's  Goddard 

Space  Flight  Center,  Greenbelt,  Md. ,   was  launched  on  a   4-stage 

Javelin  rocket.  The  launch  was  coordinated  with  overpasses  or 

the  Canadian  satellite,  Alouette  II,  and  the  U.  S.  satellite, 

Explorer  XXXI,  launched  '^piggyback**  into  polar  orbits  by  a 

Thor-Agena  B   from  the  Western  Test  Range  in  California 

November  29,  1965,  The  Javelin  probe  was  sent  up  between  the 

two  satellite  passes. 

Primary  objective  of  the  flight  was  to  measure  properties 

of  the  ionosphere--ion  composition,  concentration  and  temperature 

and  electron  concentration  and  temperature--and  to  correlate  the 

-more- 
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results  with  s   imulcaiieous  measurements  made  by  the  two 

satellites.  The  ionosphere  is  a   region  of  charged  particles 

in  the  upper  atmosphere. 

The  launch  vehicle  was  a   48-foot  Javelin  (ARGO  D-4)  sound- 

ing rocket.  The  120-pound  payload  was  boosted  to  a   peak  altitude 

of  493  statute  miles.  Data  were  telemetered  to  ground  stations 

during  the  flight.  No  recovery  operation  was  involved. 

Project  Scientist  is  Thomas  W.  Flowerday  of  the  Southwest 

Center  for  Advanced  Studies,  R.  G.  Plihal  was  the  Goddard 

Vehicle  Manager.  William  L.  Lord  was  Project  Engineer  for 

Wallops  Station,  with  Paul  A.  t'Thite  serving  as  Launch  Pad 

Supervisor.
