I contacted Mr. Texas, by telephone m)
this date to discuss the UFO which he allegedly saw at 0545 hﬂura, 6 Feb 66.

The Tollowil ni is a description of the events as t"lsj,r happened and as dasr*r'lbed.'

Cn Sunday morning, 6 February 1966, at'apprnximately 0545, Mr.
11 y2ar old son came through their bedroom on the way to the bathroom and
turned the light on in thes bathroom and in so doing awakened his parents.
While the boy was in the bathroom the lights went out causing Mr. <Rk to
get out of bed and look out the window to see if the streset lights were also
out which appeared to be the case. . While looking out the window ¥r
was amazed to find that the lawn in front of his house and the surrounding

- area was engulfed in a reddish glow which appeared to be pulsating similar

to & red flashing 1ight on a police car. However he did not see any police
cars in the area. A few moments later he noticed some paculiar yellowish-
reddish lights .coming from an object approximately 500 fest abovse thsg ground.

Therefore It was quits dark and Mr. was unable to 4etar11n§ th a-alza

and SHape of the objsct at this time. However, the objdct traveled’ aﬁprﬂﬁl—r
Mat3l7 a mile and a half to the west towards the Jefferson County Airport.
About this same time an aircraft took off from the airport and turned in the .
direction of the unknown objact. As the aircraft apprcacﬁad the object it
ceased to move, remaining 1ﬁ a hovering position, and the lights on the object
went cut. The landing lights on the aircraft remained on and reilectéd off
the U0 giving Mr. an opportunity to see what it lcoked like., ife °
stated that the best way to describa the shape of the objsct was that it
lookad like a tadpnﬁe. He estimated the object was about 3 feet in diameter«
with a tail about &6 fzet in length and 2 feet wide. There appeared to be a
cone snaped bulge on tha top and in the middle of the object. The previously
mentionad lights ssemed to be coming from the tail of the object. After the:
aireraft had flown over the object its lights came on agaln and he noticed
what zzcearad to bs thras separate times when thess 11 Ts were enargj_ﬂed
each Tims the object aomaarad to move up and abmut &9 to the left., It dis-
appeared at about a 20 to 25° angle above the horizon traveling in a westerly
direction and in a slow rate of climb, i-it* observed all of this with
his naked eye and was unable to get any pictures.

I-Tr.*as unaware of any other residents seeing this UFO but
attributad this to the fact that he was very hesitant in mentioning it To
anyona since he definitely does not want any publicily on the sighting.
Howevar, after the sighting he did call the control towsr at the Jefferscn
County Airport to determine if they had seen it also but found that they
had not seen anything and laughed at his explanation and request.

CONCLUSTION: ;
This preliminary investigation did not disclose any feasible ax-

planation for Mr. e UF0 sighting. A more detailed investigation and
a parsonal visit will be accomplished if requested from your headquarters.

i . Marleys; Projeet Blue Book, Wright-Patterson AFB, called this date
and requasted further :anastlgatlﬂn on balloon launchings to determine if
this UFO sighting could have bsen a balloon. Hs stated the information -
could be forwarded either by phone or letter.

2. Investigation revealed that no weather balloons weres released by
Ellington AFB or the Houston area Weather Bureau on the date in guestion;
howevar, the Houston Weather Bureau raferred me to the Lake Charles, La, -

Weathar Bureau because they thought Lake Charles released high altitude
weatasr balluuns about the time in question.

3. M». Richards of ths Lake Charles Weather Biureau was cobtactad by phone
(313-477-5285) and he stated that their detailed records did not go back
any further than April 1966 because they were-all forwarded ta the-National :
Weather Records Center, Asheville, North Carolina. However, the records €
that were available did indicate that a weather balloon was releasad at
approximat 050 PaRs _E“Febryam He described this balloon as
a large weather balloon :.m:l stated that its diameter was apprg:dmaia..y 5
feoet at the time of ralsase., Although his records did not cohtain: any .
information on surface or high altitude winds, they did indicate that
there was a strong surface wind at the time of release and the balloon
attained a maximum altitude of 13,514 meters (44,596 feet) before it burst.
Mr, Richards suggestsd I contact the National Weather Records Center to
secure additional destailed information on this launching. Mr. Richnards
stated that balloons of this size usually have a constant rate of ascent
of approximately 1,000 feet per minute and that winds have vary little
effect on the rate of climb. . |
