Shape of object was roughly elliptical. About 20' long, 15' 
wide. Dark gray or black. Object had 25-30 small lights at 
approx one foot intervals along bottom circumference. Observer 
was driving along road and almost collided with object which 
was hovering about 3 or 4 ft above road. Upon disappearance 
object was directly overhead.
