1. PURPOSE: This report is written for Major H. Quintanilla, Jr., TDEW, in answer to Work
Order Number 66-66 requesting additional analysis be performed as to what the unidentified
object may be. Results of previous analysis were reported in Photo Analysis Report 66-25.
