It was raining and hailing when I left Millersview; how-
ever, it was not raining when I saw the object.

b. I inquired at an Irrigation Equipment Company on
the highway in the vicinity of the sighting, and personnel
there said that they had seen nothing unusual,

family. Mr. sald that his family had been outside

at zpproximately 10:45 Sunday morning admiring newly-born
twin calves, and nothing unusual was seen or heard. He

said that they remained outdoors for sometime and that the

chilcdren had a baseball game within 20 yards of the high-
wvay.

d. The only unusual observance made by the investigator
was an aluminum fence gate, some distance from the highway,
that caught the sunlight and gave an unusual appearance.
This stretch of highway is in an area of freshly plowed
fields, which, together with the heat waves rising from
the ground, give a great mirage effect.

e. Mrs, 4@ appears to be a highly excitable person,
possibly due to her pending divorce, training for a new

position with the Telephone Company, living with her parents,




along with her three-year old son, and having to drive
ninety miles to and from work each day.

f. I can find no valid explanation for this alleged

sighting. This is the final report unless further in-
formation is desired.

b. In reply to a question regarding travel in the U.S.
and abroad, Mr stated that she has always lived 1in
this area, but has traveled in Oklahoma and Colorado,

c. When asked to relate what happened on the morning
of the 17th, Mrs. replied as follows: "I had to go
to work Sunday mor , 80, since it was hailing and raining
in Millersview, I left home earlier than usual to come into
San Angelo., The sun was behind the clouds when I left,
Driving in, the land is very level., There are fields after
fields, and you can see for miles., I was traveling on Farm

Road 765, toward Highway 87 an Angelo. Just after 1
passed the crossroads of& andiillly 2and the
sign that said "San Angelo, 13 Miles™," I looked at my watch,
It was right after that that I saw the object."

d. When asked what caught her attention, Mrs,<ijiilllle
said, "I looked out at the clouds, which were a dark blue,
to see what the weather was going to do, and I saw it. It
looked strange to me and awfully close., The sun came out
and it gleamed, It was moving along beside me, on the
right, at a distance of about 70 yards." She estimated
that she was traveling at a speed of about 65 miles per
hour, She noted that she slowed down, and the object

kept moving, Just sliihtly ahead of her and at about the

same speed. Mrs, added that the object was parallel
with her for a disTance of about 4 miles, or quite awhile,
She said that she had observed airplanes, helicopters, and
weather balloons in this area for years, but that she had
never seen anything like this; and, she explained, that it
was close enough for her to get a good look at it.

e. When asked to describe the object, MrsNINNE
stated, "It was not completely round, but probably blimp-
shaped or oval. There was something in the back, sort of
like a cork, pertruding, and something on the top." She
could not identify what it was on top. She did not know
if it was an aerial, or aerials, or what; but that there
was something on top. She stated that it glittered; that
it was either silver or perhaps just metal., She did not
remember seeing anything on the bottom of the object. She
added, '"'The object seemed smaller than a regular car; but
perhaps a little larger than a Volkswagon, It was not
like anything I have ever seen before. I do not believe
it to be anything foreign. I know there must be an ex-
planation; something down-to-earth."

f. VWhen ried whether or not object had windows or
doors, Mrs, &stated that she did not see any.

g. Asked how the object disappeared, Mrs. souljllJm said
that she did not see it disappear. She stated, "I slowed
down to a speed of 35 or 40 MPH when I saw it and continued
driving for about 4 miles with the object parallel to me
on the right." The object then crossed the highway right
behind her, pretty close, closer to her than it had been
in the field. She continued, "It was about as high off
the ground as a one-story house. It moved to the field
on the opposite side of the highway. When the object did
this, I became frightened and came on in at a speed of
about 85 MPH. I continued to watch the object for a dis-
tance in my rearview mirror on the side of my car, but I
did not see it disappear."
