As for speed and size I shall let this remain as anybody's 
guees. Distance r:has much to do with it, so there is little use 
of trying to give dimensions here. As for s peed, it was mentioned 
at the beginning that it was faster than the speed of sound. Had 
I kept my glasses to my eyes, I feel confident that I could have 
witnessed a fantastic spurt of speed.
