2« The objects sighted were bright white and red lights that appeared
to bs zbout ten (10) de:rees above the normal horizon in a northernly
direction from Condon Ar'S, Oregon. These lights appeared to go on and
off at intervals of one ta two minutes with no apparent movement when
viewad through binoculars or the naked eye.

t. Since the lights persisted I drew a reference line on the window
pane that I was looking through from inside ny quarters to check for re-
currzace. During the next day I checked my reference line and found that
the line coincided with the horizon formed by some distant mountains,
approximately 100 miles away which are normally not visible. & check with
the hishway department revealed that .a new road had recently been opened
acress the mecuntains. cJubsequent viewings revealed the lights in the sane
location as the new road and the reference line on the window. Therefore
1 am reasonably certain that the lights were vehicle head and tail lights.

2. I regret the deley in answering your letter. This was due to ry de-
partiag from Condon A'S on an extended leave shortly after the sighting.
