Dear Sirs:

Last July 8th, 1966, I witnessed a rather bizarre aerial
phenomenon directly west of my home town of Ladd. Until now
I have trlied to dismiss thls from my mind as belng some type
of optlical 1llusion or an astigmatlic abrasion on my part.
Almost a week ago, I overheard two older gentlemen and
| a younger man dilscussing thls phenomenon in a restaurant in
] the town of DePue, Illlinois, which is the town in which I am
| an English and soclal studles teacher in the local high school.

According to thelr dlscussion, the phenomenon occured "about

the first week in July of this year" and was slso witnessed by
several people in the vicinlity of Princeton,Illinois, which is
between six 2nd ten miles northwest of DePue. My own home town
of Ladd 1s approximately ten mlles northeast of DePue. VWithin
this triangle, it seemed that from the discussions and the des-
criptions 1 overheard, 1t was most llkely the same phenomenon
which all of us wWitnessed. The people in Princeton said the
thing occured zlmost directly over them and to the east slightly,
the people from DePus sald 1t looked like the tning was directly
north of them, and I wlitnessed the wms thing as happenling to the
due wesat from my home town of Ladd.

Tha phenomenon ltself seemed to be somewhat llke a shootlng
atar; I have seen three 80 far 1ln my life. However, the three
shooting stars which I have wltnessed left a traceable trall of
white, forminz a2 white threadlike path directly behind. This
phenomenon 1n seneral made g curved arc in the sky travellng 1n
what I considered to be almost a direct north-south direction.
Another somewhat astounding thing that made me remember the entire
split-second occurence was that the arc-shaped path was discernable
to me for approximately a second, or probably two, and along with
this, the width of the path which was made I estimated to be at one
to one and one-half inches wide. The coloring of the trall was of
a pale or dull gold, not yellovw-gold, but more za2long the line of
the type of "star dust" used by studants in the constructlon of thea
annual "Buddy Poppy Posters'" sponsored by the American Legion.

With 211 this talk in papers and in magazines about the "flying
saucers", etc., I understand your subseguent stand on security con-
cernlng these matters and have only divulged this happening to one
other person, who promised not to say abything. I wrote this letter
only after I had heard the particular discussion mentioned above,
gilnce there seemad to be others who seWw the game thing at sbout the

gsame time.
