The rocket was a Nike-Apache (14-278 CA-CI) and went to an 
altitude or 102 statue miles. This was not a specific barium cloud 
release but the cloud was similAr in chemical co~position to those 
that were launched in August. The cloud would have been similar in 
color to those launched in August also.
