As was driving west\~rd on the Long Island Expwy he noted a yellow 
colored object stationary in the western sky . The initial s was at 
about 2310 EDT, and involved a si~hting of an oval obj ect . stopped at 
a nearby rest ar~a and tried to take pictures of th~ stationary obj ect. 

took t wo pictures in the western sky b ef ore a large cloud moved in 
front of the object . Moments after the cloud covered the object a bright 
blue-white light was not ed proceeding toward the eas t . At fir st the sppeed 
was compared with that of an aircraft but towards the end of the sight i ng 
it suddenly spe~ded off at a very fa st rate of speed . 

The pictures showed things that the witness claimed he did not see. All 
he saw at the beginning was a yel l owish oval object . He could not explain~ 
the appearant l ight shining do•nn from the object, not the wall light pattern 
that appeared on the photographs. The la st t wo picture s were taken of the 
object as it traveled at a very high rate of speed off into the east . The 
l ast picture \·las t aken at about 2314 EIJT.

In about four s econds the object covered approximately 40 degrees in the 
sky. 

Obj ect could have co;r,pa.red with the Good:rear blimp but the fa st r ate of 
sr,~ ed at the e~d of the f l ight path discounted this concl usion by the 
witness . After t.he obj ect came fr om behind lhe cloud it was no big~er tha n 
a bright star . The objedt had a str aight and lev~l flight path as i t 
went towar d the east; then it seemed to be slowly climbing as it traveled 
at the high rate of speed. Also an aircraft with some t ype of l iBht on the 
botto~ could have been the object vi ewed but again the high r ate of speed at 
discount~d this as a possible explanation . 

Other witnesses reported diff erent colors visible but agreeded on the 
speed end flight path of the unkno\-m •
