b . Slides #"10 , and #"11 , from Mr. were taken in t he hours of near darkness 
and slides #"12 and ifl3 were t aken in • All four of these slides appear to have been 
t aken t:lrough the same window and nearly along the same azimuth. Slide #10 shows what 
appea:s to be a light source , airborne or eleva ted above the horizon . Slide #11 shows the 
same light source 1 or a similar subsequent light source in the same approximate position , 
dependent upon the time lapse between frames , but of a longer duration. A slower s hutter 
speed on frame #11, as compared to #10, would produce a lighter transparency , capture 1nore 
of the movement of the object and make the object or image appear longer,. These conditions 
have been met in frame #11 which is of lighter density and has a longer image . An aircraft 
landing light could produce such images . 

c. Slides #12 and # 13 show linear pa tterns such as of smoke 1 gas , va por or exhaust 
trails . These patterns appear in approximately the area as the lights or reflections in slides 
#10 and #11 . The llnear patte rns of the object in slides #12 and #13 are nearly parallel t o the 
apparent I':io'\·e:::ent o: the light in s lide ~11 . The similarity of implied motion in three of the 
four slides 1 #ll , ~12 I and #13 , suggests numerous objects traveling in the same area and 
same dtrec tion , such as traffic on an airport approach or airway . 
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d . Another possibility is suggested in slides #12 and =ltl3 . That is of an aborted 
attempt at skywriting . The abort is suggested in slide =ltl2 by the "dot" of smoke to the 
right of the upper end of the line . The "dot" appears to be a 90 degree continuation of a 
letter 1 after the stem had been formed, when the smoke release failed to stay open. No 
aircra ft i s vis ible in slide #12 or #13. 

e . The frame numbers supplied by a processor are usually a reliable indicator of 
the film sequence through t he ca'mera . Since frames #10 , #11 , #12 and #13 were all hand 
dated 29 Octo!:>er 1966 this would indicate frames =lt10 and #ll were taken in the pre-daylight 
hours 1 or prior to slides #12 and #13, rather than in the evening hours of the 29th of Octo~er.
