b. Description of course of object:
(1) Observers were preparing to go to bed, looked out the window
and saw it. :

(2) Angle of elevation and azimuth - approximately 45 degree angle.

(3) Description of flight path - appeared to be moving west very
slowly.

(4) How object disappeared - object did not disappear during
observation.

(5) Length of time in view - 15 to 20 minutes prior to call and
5 to 10 minutes during call.
