5. During the evening of 21 December 1966, a newscaster from radio
station KOGO, San Diego, reported he resides in Lemon Grove, California,
and shortly before going on the air to give his news broadcast, had
obgerved UFO's in the vicinity of his residence. He descridbed them

as brilliant orange in color, flickering and dropping flaming material
The newscaster reported he managed to follow one of these objects on

foot and when it came to earth, he discovered it to be a plastic bag,

of the type utilized by dry cleaning establishments to cover clothing,

He found it partially burned and a candle device slung beneath the plastic
bag, which when lit, gave the plastic bag buoyancy into the air.

COMMENT: The UFO's which were reportsdly sighted in the San Diegec
area during the month of December 1966, are deemed to be a hoax, per- -
petrated by unknown person(s).

1. Reference (2), this letter is being sent containing all pertinent
information concerning the sighting of unidentified flying objects on
the night of 16 Dec 1966, The basic format for the follcwing information
was taken from CQMELEVENINST 3820.1A of 1 Apr 1958, ;

2. The objects sighted were basically round in shape & out the size of
a pea held at arms length, They appeared bright orange in color. The
four objects sighted were at too great a distance to distinguish any
details; they all appeared as bright orange balls of light. No sound
was heard and there were no unusmal physical features visible during
the entire pericd of observation.

3« The objectis were firs t noticed becaus e of their brightness and
unusual flight path across the sky. Three of the four objects were first
sighted at aporoximately 60 degrees zbove the horizon, using our position,
200 yards nortnh of the main gate to USNAAS Ream Fiedd, as the reference
pointe The fourth object was first sighted on the horizon, The first three
objects maintained a formation, changing their relative positions to
each other as they moved from the East in a wessterly direction. The fourth
object remained apart from the other three, travelling initially in

a northwesterly direction finally turningz due west. All of the objecis
pericdically stopped and held their positions for a maximum time of Bhirty
seconds each stope After approximatsly nine minutes the objects started.
to disappear., First,two objects out of the flight of three flicksred

and disappeared, second, the lone object flickered and disanrpeared, and
finally the third of the flizsht disappeared in the same manner as ‘the
other three.

s These observations were made at 0530 Zulu visually from the ground,
The actual weather at that time was clear, eight miles vis ibility, no
cloud cover, with the winds at 2L0O degrees and twenty-five knots at
fifty thousand feet. There was no reported thunderstorm activiity in the
areay with no unusual meteorologiczal conditions seen or reported,
