l. The enclosed report from the Minnesota Highway Patrol regarding an
unidentified flying object is forwarded for your information and action,

1 have not contacted the witnesses but have investigated locally and
discovered a possivble explanation for these observations. A check with

the Minneapolis Naval anir Staticn has indicated that there were two SP2L
anti-submarine patrol aircraft on ViR local training flights on 22 lMarch.
Takeoff and landing times were: 23452 tc O7452; second aircraflt Q0207 to
O4L00%Z. approximately 1930L (01307) was the time of observation. 4 time
wh2an both aircrgflt were in flight. Local flights are normally conducted
tiroughout Minnesota. The area of observation is approzimately 100 miles
wast of llinneapolis. The aircraft utilize a high intensity carbvon arc
light (one light mounted oa the wing tip) which can be directzd downward
for penetration into the water, for search purposes. The aircraft do not
normally operate below 2000 feet but a light of such intensity would appear
much closer than it actually was - especially at night., a low altitude
Oilburner route also runs just norti of the arez of observation but in ny
cpinion the antisubmarine alrrraft provides the most reasonable explanation
