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INVESTIGATION OF MARCH 10-11: GALESBURG AND MOLINE, ILL.

Four witnesses or sets of witnesses were contacted and interviewed
~ing this 1-3 day trip; (élnce officers from Chanute Field were in the
rsa also,)only the cases that sounded as if there might be something
suscstantial to the story were investigated. In the course of the invest-
~zation, four or five incidental sightings were dealt with by telephone
> in person; all wer; of the light—inr%he—sky type, and could reasonably
oe attributed to Venus and Jupiter, or airplane landing lights. There
=re several brief interviews with newspapers and radio stations, in which
Lne investigator gzve a2 review of the bright objects which were in the

sy and could be mist2ken for something usual. The investigations with

the principal witnsssss are reported below.

He cculd see the circular plan view of the bottom, which was
a130 rotating, an< zppeared to have closely-spaced strips across it,
wnich rotated with the rest of the bottom section. A hissing sound was
heard while the obliect was near, like air under high pressure escaping.
The2rz wz2s no tone to the sound, Jjust a hiss:’said there was no
rezemolznce to the sound of any kind of engine, jet or piston, that he
knew. He is a private pilot. The hiss was continuous, growing in intensity
as ths object approached and fading as it left.

When the object had passed over and had travelled on its straight

course toward the northwest for perhaps one minute, a brilliant column




of light shone straight down from the bottom of the object, for two or
three seconds, and then shut off again. This column of light was about
3/ the diameter of the object, and its sides were parallel and normal
to the ground and the level bottom of the object.

Angular
estimates are well-known, however, for being grossly exaggerated by al-

However, many witnesses will say an
coject was Msimilar® when the points of similarity are very few; there
wa2s no way to get enouzh detail on this previous sighting to enable an
araluation to be mzd:. AN ntioned that on two additional occasions
over this time-span he has seen objects that did not seem ordinary, but
ta2at the present orne was by far the most impressive. He is positive that
wh2t he saw was not an airplane or helicopter, or'one of them little

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The fact that the witnesses have been looking for UFO's more or
less as a hobby, and that they take them rather seriously and speculate
about what they want here and where they are from, may seem to detract
from their qualifications as witnesses. However, they gave the impression
.7 bainz quite ordinary witnesses; their many sightings are typical of
s~har sightings of planets and stars by people who are ignorant of
aztronomical objects or technology in general; their interest seemed
cuite adequately explained by their initial experience last August, and
zzrried no overtonss of mysticism. Indeed they had never paid attention
to objects in the sity before the August sighting.

One would expect that witnesses like these would see many things
which they could not explain if they observed the sky regularly; there
is no reason to think that they are lying about having seen something,
or that they are naliucinating. It was evident from their talk that while
i-27 suspected man; objects of being UFO's, the sight of the object on the
O%a of March was 2z rs2l shock: they recognized inmediately that they
wzre dealing with scmething quite different from the '"FO's'"™ they had been
s=2inz previously.

The investizator viewed the films both at normal rate and at five
#rames per second & nunber of times. The sequence was in three parts,
szparated by windings of the camera, so that the appearance of the object
changes abruptly twice, once with a pronounced streak. As the film
progresses the objisct becomes smaller and fainter, showing less contrast
w=th the backgrouni. In the first segment the object is large enough on
the projection screzn to show some detail.

The basic form is a horizontally elongated oval area of white
zzz2inst the blue o the sky.

There are many frames in the initial section in which the object
is in the same orientation and has the same size; therefore it seems
possible to employ a multiple overprinting technique often used in

astronomical planetary photography to improve the image. By carefully
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printing one frame on top of another, a composite image may gradually be
